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Abstract. The ideographic method focuses on particular, unique features of more complex
phenomena. The scientist faces the most important task: to consider the presented phenomenon
through the prism of uniqueness. Among the identified particular cases, the historian can deduce
some patterns that may contribute to the further study of this era.
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Idiographic method (from Greek. idios - special, peculiar and grapho - | write) is a method
introduced by V. Windelband, which is based on the study of the historical process within the
framework of an individualistic approach. This approach assumes that since the world consists of
certain unique phenomena, it is necessary to base on the study of the individual for a more holistic
understanding [1].

G. Rickert, speaking against the universalization of natural science methods, believed that the
boundary of the natural science education of concepts is just the concept of the individual. The task
of any science is to overcome the extensive and intense diversity of the world. Unlike the natural
sciences, where a single phenomenon is explained as a manifestation of a general law
(generalization), in history, singularity is taken as an individual due to its inclusion in an
encompassing whole, which also represents an individual connection of historical events. Neo-
Kantianism, however, left open the question whether the difference between ideographic and
nomotetic methods is a difference in epistemological positions or has ontological reasons, which
fully corresponds to the spirit of Kantian philosophy [2, p. 38].

Initially, it is necessary to indicate that the idiographic method. historical cognition arises
within the framework of the non-classical paradigm of the world, which was formed as a trend in
Prussia in the second half of the XIX century. This model has become a response-a challenge to the
classic model. The theoretical basis [2] consists of the following concepts:

1) neo-Kantianism (the main representatives of G. Rickert, V. Windelband, M. Weber),

2) the French School of Annals, intellectual history (A. Lovejoy).

3) The philosophy of A.S. Lappo-Danilevsky. In Russia, the founder of the modernist
paradigm model was the Russian pre-revolutionary historian A.S. Lappo-Danilevsky. Within the
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framework of modernity, the object of research is not society, but a person who, with all his actions
and thoughts, is regarded as a unique and inimitable being, therefore, a historical source and a
historical fact are also considered unique. The methodology used, characteristic of modernity, is
based on a value (axiological) approach, i.e., an assessment of the past in the light of timeless
(philosophical) values. The value approach implies subjectivism in the interpretation of events. At
the same time, historical research done with using the classical methodology, modernist scientists
criticized and characterized them as sociological [5, p. 197]

German philosopher and historian of philosophy Wilhelm Windelband. He was born in
Potsdam and studied in Jena, Berlin and Gottingen. Almost all his life, Vindelband devoted himself
to teaching philosophy in Zurich, Freiburg, Strasbourg and Heidelberg. It is important to note that
his formation as a philosopher of science was influenced by his teachers: Rudolf Hermann Lotze
and Kuno Fischer, who held the position of the Southwestern German (or Baden) [3] school of neo-
Kantianism.V. Windelband became famous in the scientific world thanks to his work on the history
of philosophy, to which he introduced a new way of presentation — the organization of the subject
according to problems, and not according to the chronological sequence of individual thinkers. As a
systematic philosopher, he is known for his attempt to extend the principles of Kantian criticism to
the historical sciences, his desire to free philosophy from identification with any particular scientific
discipline, and his sympathetic assessment of the philosophy of value at the end of the XIX century.

According to V. Windelband [3, p. 48], that various sciences (mathematical, natural and
historical) have specific objects and limit their research to certain areas of general reality,
philosophy is based on its unique object in the knowledge of reality provided by these various
disciplines taken together as a whole. The main goal of philosophy [5, p.20] is to substantiate the a
priori foundations of science as a whole, as well as to explain the existence of a huge number of
diverse sciences, to explain how the relations between these various sciences arise; to find out the
nature of the relationship between the critical intellect-the cognizing, willing and feeling subject—
and consciousness in general [4, p. 58].

Developing the methodology of the sciences, Windelband divided the sciences into:
nomotetic — dealing with laws and idiographic — studying individual phenomena in their
uniqueness.

Thus, we can say that biography as a method of historical research arose not so long ago [6, p.
87]. This method responded not only to the representatives of the modernist paradigm, but also later
became actively used in the philosophy of postmodernism. The author of this method is usually
called [5, p. 65] V. Windelband, who first spoke about ideography as a method of historical
research. Later , this idea was developed by G. Rickert, who recommended applying the method of
an individual approach not only to historical science, but also to other social sciences in general, in
particular to philosophy and jurisprudence.
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Fabius Planciades Fulgentius is a unique late Antique author of the Latin West. An analysis of
the works of various authors of that time shows that the classical tradition is reflected in their
worldview in different ways. For example, the greatest influence on creativity and reflection of the
ideas and realities of antiquity can be seen in the mentality and style of Sidonius Apollinaris and
Blossia Emilia Draconcia, Pauline Nolansky.

Fulgentius, in contrast to the above-mentioned authors, shows a slightly different mindset, to
some extent divorced from antiquity. His work shows that the legacy of the classics is already dead,
with full dedication to Christianity. However, "he revives it, breaks it down into its component parts
and uses those elements that meet the tasks of establishing a highly moral image of a Christian™ [17,
p. 186]. He does this for the sole purpose of putting the classics at the service of a new era.

This view of the classical tradition gave rise to his new approach to mythography. His main
work — "Mythologies"” remained one of the main works in this genre until almost the XIV century.
His popularity was so high that his name became a household name [12, p. 326]. It was only in the
nineteenth century that Fulgentius ' works began to be subjected to critical analysis, to identify the
main themes, and to find inaccuracies in them.

Criticism of Fulgentius, his canon, as well as some prehistory of his work begins with the
work of the German scholar M. Zink "The Mythology of Fulgentius: a contribution to the history of
Roman literature and African Latin grammar” [10]. The research was continued by a series of E.
Jungman from those books [4; 5; 6], A. Reifferscheid [7], and R. Helm [3]. The studies published
during this period are mostly polemical in nature regarding the authorship of some of Fulgentius '
works. The second most important issue studied was the identification of the personality of
Fulgentius the Mythographer, the possibility of identifying him with his contemporary Fulgentius,
Bishop of Ruspi.

The first work that attempted to translate Fulgentius was written by Rudolf Helm. However,
since the language of the mythographer is complex, and Helm practically did not give comments on
the translation, this was a significant drawback of the work.

This is where the interest in translating the works of Fulgentius came to a certain end. We can
count about 15 publications on specific, narrow issues related to Fulgentium, and mainly to its
influence on subsequent medieval culture. The research was conducted mainly in England,
Germany, France, and Italy. At the same time, a scientist from Soviet Ukraine, Mikhail Grushevsky,
wrote an article about Fulgences in the Carolingian era in 1928 [8, p. 10]. But this is a single work
for Russian historiography.

The next major study was published in 1971 by Leslie George Whitbread [8]. It is noteworthy
that he is grateful to a professor at the University of North Carolina, Dr. Hadison Jr., who provided
him with his translation. Therefore, we can conclude that there was still interest in Fulgentius ' texts
among researchers, but this did not lead to the writing of any qualitatively new commented
translations or their publication.
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Whitbread's monograph is still one of the most fundamental studies on Fulgency. In addition
to making the first translation into English of all five works attributed to Fulgentius, the scholar also
tried to preserve their meaning by paraphrasing the most complex stylistic moments of the
Mythographer. In addition to the translation, the book examines issues raised in earlier studies
concerning Fulgentius, as well as reviews his life, gives a historical background, analysis and
comments on the works.

In Russian historiography, | would like to mention a number of researchers whose works are
of a general nature, but still play a significant role in understanding Fulgentius, whose legacy they
partially affect: These are G.G. Diligensky [13], V.S. Durov [14], I.N. Golenishchev-Kutuzov [11].
V. I. Ukolova [22].

Domestic research directly on the Fulgence itself begins with an important article by G. Ch.
Huseynov (1988)" Interpretation of mythology at the turn of Antiquity and the Middle Ages from
the book of a Latin grammarian of the V-V centuries "[12], in addition to which excerpts from the
"Three Books of Mythologies™ were translated. In Russian, this is the first study to provide the most
comprehensive overview of the author's life and work.

Then, in the book "The First Vatican Mythographer” (2000), V.N. Yarkho [27] examines
Fulgentius as a writer from whom the first and second Vatican mythographers made many
borrowings. It also examines the author's influence on the development of subsequent literature.

The most comprehensive domestic research was conducted by E.V. Litovchenko in her 2007
PhD thesis " Classical Tradition in the works of Late Roman Intellectuals (late IV-early VI
centuries) "[17] and three articles published from 2008 to 2010 [18; 19; 20]. She focuses on the
Mythographer as the first representative of the reception of antiquity in the Latin West.

N.N. Bolgov translated Fulgentius ' Mythologies and published them in the collection
Classical and Byzantine Tradition." [23; 24; 25; 26].

In general, we can note the increased interest in Fulgentius ' work in recent decades both
abroad — such researchers as Gregory Hayes [2], Emily Albu [1], Etienne Wolf [9], and in Russia.

In the last few years, literary studies articles have been published that analyze individual
subjects in Fulgentius — Yu.G.Kotaridi [16], A.V. Protopopova, and I.A. Protopopov [21]. Kislin
[15] and others. In addition, in many scientific articles, Fulgentius ' "Mythologies" serve as a vivid
example of the first reception of antiquity in the mediaevalizing culture of Europe.
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Abstract. "The Tale of Bygone Years" as a historical source has a large number of various
chronicle lists, more than two hundred. The full title of the story sounds like this: “Here are the
stories of the times of years, where did the Russian land come from, who first began to reign in
Kyiv, and where did the Russian land come from”, tells about almost all the events of Russian
history that took place from the middle of the 9th-12th centuries. This chronicle, according to
D.S. Likhachev, is designed to justify the role and place of the Russian people against the
background of other peoples of the world, in addition to historical significance, it also has
philological significance, the chronicle introduces the researcher into an atmosphere of epic attitude
to Russian history.

Keywords: "The Tale of Bygone Years", research, structure, content, analysis.

PVL materials, which are recognized by historiographers, are made up of annual articles,
excerpts, legendary main directions, for which it is impossible to determine the chronological
framework, content and work.A. Nikitin in his work “The Tale of Bygone Years as a historical
source” writes that these articles of the PVL are of this type:

e no novellas are heard from anything,

e abbreviated notes about various events, phenomena, processes,

e there were also stories that were attached to the notes, for example, to the “Tale of the
Beginning of the Caves Monastery”, they contained information about the formation of Hilarion as
a metropolitan in the second half of the 11th century.

¢ included materials, articles. [1, p. 60].

The proposed structure of Nikitin complicates by the fact that wedging in of the latest plot
events is observed in it, due to the detection of repetitive thoughts of the main text, or the presence
of intra-text inserts, supplemented by opinions observed about other, more severe cases. Such a
structure has two types of collection: annalistic descriptions of events or weather records.

PVL complexes and their structure are well described in the works of A.A. Shakhmatov and
his followers. Their research showed that the original chronicle, its early editions, have not been
preserved, and it is available to use only a copy of the chronicle, “modified”, edited and rewritten
many times. In Shakhmatov's work "The Tale of Bygone Years" and its sources”, he names the
monk of the Kiev-Pechersk monastery - Nestor, who is usually considered the first chronicler in
Russia, as the author of the chronicle, although in other sources his name is not broadcast and not
advertised, therefore it is unequivocal to speak of that he is the sole author is impossible. The most
striking mention of this author is in the "Khlebnikov List». [2, p. 74].

According to L.V. Cherepnin, comparing the lists of PVL and "The Tale with Praise to Prince
Vladimir lakov Mnikh", he came to the conclusion that the code of 996 served as the basis for PVL.
This text had brief annalistic notes, which were recorded by the tithe church in Kyiv, and Anastas
Korsunyanin was also considered the author of the code, as it was assumed, that the tithe church
possessed. [3, p. 36].
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Comparing and analyzing the editions and lists found in his chronicles, Shakhmatov did the
following: he identified inaccuracies and shortcomings in these editions, found matches in some
parts of the descriptions of various species, and suggested common points. After conducting a
comprehensive analysis of the annals, or rather their editions, classifying their lists, the researcher
came to the conclusion that the lists of some editions have coinciding discrepancies. And after that,
he began to single out, then group them according to the corresponding editions. After that, he
published a series of assumptions, which later compose and compile discrepancies in the editions
and lists of chronicles included in the PVL, he wrote that "... a comparison of hypothetical
summaries to identify a number of major features found in them ...". [2, p. 82]

PVL consists of sources that have problems with determining chronology, authorship, and so
on. If we talk about internal behavior, then it consists of various editions, annual articles, which
either have different content or some similarity of plots, then we note the undated introduction.
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Abstract. According to the "Newest Philosophical Dictionary” edited by A.A. Gritsanov, the
term "postmodernism™ is used as a concept used in modern cultural studies to refer to specific
trends in the spiritual life of Western civilization at the end of the 20th century. The problem of
postmodernism is one of the most urgent in the framework of the modern socio-cultural paradigm
of the world. In connection with the change in thinking, the need to study conceptual changes in
understanding the role of each of the elements of the scientific world seems to be one of the primary
and necessary tasks in the formation of a single, integral picture of scientific knowledge.
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Postmodernism, like any new era, involves not only a change in the concepts and systems of
society, but also a change in the style of thinking. At the moment, there are a fairly large number of
scientific papers that affect this phenomenon from the point of view of psychology, sociology,
philosophy, history and other humanities.

As A.A. Gretsev [2] postmodern thinking is dominated by two main functions:

1) Integrating function - the introduction of new and adaptation of old concepts within the
framework of a new cultural and historical turn.

2) The regulatory function, which in turn complements the first, giving the direction of the
study.

As some authors note, the style of postmodernism thinking creates a dialogue, which in turn
allows you to build a "bridge" between different worldview concepts, including diametrically
opposed points of view. For this type of thinking, it is common to consider the world not as a
reality, but “as a text, operating with simulacra, creating hyperreality” [6, p. 67]. Thus, researchers
can quite rightly declare the emergence of a new field of reality, built on the concept of different
worlds. The result of this field of reality is the fact that truth ceases to be the main goal and pinnacle
of knowledge [1].

The modern analysis of postmodernity allows us to speak about the rethinking of the time in
which humanity develops. Although critics inevitably run into difficulties, given the sheer
complexity of life in history: which elements in modern culture will prevail, and how changes occur
in our society and how they affect our ways of thinking and being in the world. One symptom of the
complexity of the present is how divided critics are on the issue of postmodern culture, with some
critics celebrating scientific liberation and others bemoaning scientific enslavement.

Analyzing the data obtained, one can fully judge that postmodernism seeks to destroy
classical structures, and the structure of the text as such. The desire to destroy the "closed,
complete, hierarchized sign formation" [6, p. 114], i.e. there is a gradual decentering of any author's
work, consisting of any elements. As a result, we get not the implementation of a linear model of
the text, but semantic diversity, i.e. a rhizome (“self-organizing chaos of an unstructured plurality of
simulacra” [6, p. 152]).
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The new philosophical dictionary provides the following definition of postmodern thinking -
"the concept of the philosophy of postmodernism, expressing the paradigm setting of modern
philosophy to reject the presumption of the possibility of building a single and systemic conceptual
model of the world both in the conceptual space of philosophy and in the conceptual space of any
other thought system (science, theology, ethics, etc.)” [4, p. 777]. Thus, it turns out that the meaning
of the definition "meaning" acquires a completely different meaning.

M. Foucault analyzes the formation of the conceptual apparatus in the postmodern world and
comes to the conclusion that at the moment it is too early to talk about the formed style and form of
thinking, since it is still being formed. The author also notes that the rejection of postmodernism
from dividing philosophy into epistemology and ontology leads to the fact that we will be able to
talk about the postmodernism of metaphysics in the future.

The postmodern style of thinking reflects an almost ideal system characterized by a plurality
of truths. Consideration of several ordinal truths, according to P. Ricoeur, corresponds to its
historical movement. The previously existing “unification of truth is both the goal of reason and the
first mistake, the first violence” [5, p. 185]. One of his most important postulates, according to
Gooding/Lennox, says: "There is no objective truth that, once discovered, must be accepted by
every rational human being" [3, p. 314]. But here a contradiction appears - can there be many
truths? It is for this controversial position that postmodern philosophers have often been criticized.
But the contradiction disappears if we accept a new interpretation of the concept of "pluralism™.
Proceeding from this, the truth is comprehended as one in essence, but plural in the form of
expression. But truth cannot be understood as a simple concept. One can accept as truth what seems
true to any individual or community. Even a fact, according to Gooding/Lennox, is not an objective
entity. Only the person himself, conducting a dialogue with other people, decides on the method of
realizing the fact. “Any theory, ideology or religion that has created a metanarrative that claims to
present universal truths that everyone must accept is subject to denial” [3, p. 314].

It is the principle of deconstruction, proposed by J. Derrida, that is one of the main
characteristics of the postmodern style of thinking. The principle of deconstruction criticizes pre-
existing ideas about the text, author, language, sign, etc. Therefore, deconstruction is the most
important principle necessary for understanding the author's text in postmodern philosophy, but
only if it "is an uncompromising and purposeful anti-tradition, with its subversive and revolutionary
action" [3, p. 314].

As A.A. Grevtsev, the main functions of the postmodern style of thinking in modern culture are:

1) integrating function

2) regulatory function (determining the direction of research)

That is why researchers determine that the postmodern movement carries out a dialogue
between cultures and eras.
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Abstract. The problem of the objectivity of historical knowledge has not lost its relevance
since the emergence of historical science. It is especially intensified during periods of political
crises. Since the significant function of history as a science is ideological, changes in the political
regime, as a rule, causes changes in the content of history. And the more the political course of the
state changes, the more intensively the content of historical science and historical education
changes.
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Two interrelated problems always remain relevant for the historian-researcher:

1) is it possible to create a unified picture of historical reality, or is history always a collection
of different stories?

2) is a non-politicized historical picture of a country, an ethnic group, or humanity possible?

As you know, history positions itself as a science of facts. A historical fact is understood as a
phenomenon that once actually existed. But it turns out that the historian, as a rule, takes for facts,
not the past events themselves, but reports about them that have authors. And for some reason, these
authors often describe the same events in different ways. In particular, this problem is analyzed by
Professor R.Y. Rakhmatullin, who studied the question of the personality of Jesus Christ in various
historical and religious sources [1, p 79-81].

This state of affairs is explained by the fact that historical fact, like all historical science,
performs not only cognitive, but also ideological function. As the French archaeologist and
historian Paul Ven rightly noted, "it can be assumed that some facts are more important than others,
but this importance itself depends entirely on the criteria chosen by each historian and does not have
absolute significance"[1, p 79-81].

It turns out that the historical picture is strongly influenced by the value orientations and
interests of its creators. If we analyze the textbooks of Russian history published during the Soviet
period, then we can notice their authors deliberately ignoring the Norman theory of the origin of the
states of the Eastern Slavs, borrowing the political features of the Golden Horde during the
evolution of the political system of Russia, some facts of the relationship between the USSR and
Germany in the second half of the 1930s.

Why do historians approach historical facts so selectively? The American historian of science
Thomas Kuhn discovered that this pattern extends not only to historical science. In his works, he
proves that such a selection of facts also takes place in the natural sciences [1, p 79-81].

Kuhn explains this by saying that science is made by scientific communities that are guided
by certain norms, research standards, which he calls paradigms. Since there are a lot of facts, the
scientist is faced with the question of which of them are important. And then the paradigm comes
into play. It is she who determines which facts are important and necessary, and which facts can be
ignored. "When the paradigm changes, the world itself changes with it ... A change in the paradigm
forces scientists to see the world of their research problems in a different light" [2, p 69-73].
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It turns out that for one historian, the social space he studies is one set of facts, while for
another, it is another set of them. From the infinite number of facts that history is full of, they
choose those that, in their opinion, are the most important” [2, p 69-73].

In my opinion, the belief in the existence of one true picture of history is largely the result of
the centuries-old dominance in the public consciousness of the paradigm of classical science and
philosophy, according to which every variant is a specific expression of an existing invariant. If we
translate this statement into the language of our topic, it turns out that there is a genuine picture of
historical reality, but different historians interpret it at their discretion.
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Abstract. The article will consider the emergence of a new direction in archaeology, which
has become known as "Procedural Archaeology”. We inherited this problem from Soviet times, but
it has received new volumes and is only increasing. If we do not create special mechanisms for the
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processing of current archaeological data into the sphere of circulation, the information potential
will not be fully used.
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Procedural archaeology is a completely new direction in archaeology, which arose in the 60s
of the XX century. It is based on the process of changing the cultural aspect in the past, thus trying
not only to collect archaeological information, but also to apply the method of interpretation so that
scientists could answer the question: How is it so, why changes in social cultures occur at one time
or another. The foundation of the emergence and origin of this trend becomes, characteristic of
philosophy, the assumption of positivism that knowledge can be applied only with the help of the
scientific method of research. In the second half of the XX century, among archaeologists in the
field of this science, there was an opinion that it was important not only to collect information about
various cultural objects. But also their classification, which would be most characteristic of cultural
and historical archaeology, but also should in practice be able to answer a lot of questions about the
movement, change of archaeological cultures and the smooth flow of one into another, more perfect
[1, p. 5].

The founders of this trend and the main ideologists can be considered an American scientist —
Lewis Binford and archaeologists - David Clark and Colin Renfrew. In their writings, they allowed
themselves to criticize, often erroneous, incorrect subjective conclusions that other scientists made,
relying on intuition, that archaeology should rely on the method of deduction, that scientists should
use a deductive version of thinking, not the method of induction, and also have a support in the
form of a scientific approach, a method for studying the material. Their procedural ideas and
methods became known in those years and made a splash on the masses of people, caused
theoretical discussions on how archaeological theory should be built [4].

It is necessary to take into account the fact that the procedural method determines by its task
that archaeologists, first of all, should search for answers to questions in the effectiveness, dynamics
of the development of cultures of the past. To do this, they need to find out, identify as many
materials and facts as possible for the excavation process. It will be possible to do this only with the
help of correctly formulated scientific approaches. Namely, on the basis of deductive analysis. This
IS necessary so that when conducting archaeological excavations, it sometimes happens that not
whole archaeological buildings, cultural monuments are excavated and discovered, but only a small
part of them, some artifact left over from them, part of a settlement, a settlement, a parking lot [2].
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Therefore, it is important to use a statistically competent system for collecting information
from various sites discovered by an archaeologist. This is necessary in order to determine the
correct type of this place, whether it is a village or a settlement, so as not to make a mistake in the
history of reconstruction or interpretation of a particular habitat region. The foundation of the new
or procedural approach was the work of K.G.Hempel, who was an adherent of the positivist
philosophical concept, he made the assumption that the totality of information contained in various
archaeological materials accumulated on the reconstruction of settlements or settlements based on
the latest achievements of natural sciences. It will be complete for proof and discussion about the
cultural processes that took place in the ancient society investigated by archaeologists and
historians, who left behind these ancient settlements.

A difficult task for an archaeologist, when answering questions about the prerequisites and
causes of spiritual changes, life, culture in ancient societies, is that it is not always possible to
determine stable links not only between statistical data on the found settlements, but also the
dynamics of the reconstruction of past cultures. The solution here is that archaeologists are
beginning to use ethnoarchaeology and apply it in reconstructing, for example, the appearance, the
appearance of a modern person, the peoples who lived in a particular area, what kind of communal
and tribal system they now have, what kind of lifestyle they lead, and compared all these factors in
practice with archaeological a painting [3, p. 53].

In this way, On the basis of procedural archaeology, an assumption has been formed about the
positivist thought that such knowledge can be obtained only through, as mentioned earlier, a
scientific approach. "Although the new archaeology is quite widespread, especially in the USA, for
a long time shortcomings have been identified in it that affected its functioning and difficulties in
using it when analyzing any archaeological data, so the use of a procedural approach has come to
naught.
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Abstract. This article presents a general description of the main ancient work of Isidore of
Seville - «Etymologies, or Beginnings», which contains information about all branches of ancient
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Isidore of Seville (560-636) was the Bishop of Seville and a representative of the generation
of the «last Romans». The works of Isidore of Seville set the vector of development of the entire
culture of the Toledo kingdom of the Visigoths of the VI century.

«The light of Isidore's teaching supported the fire of Spanish minds, despite the dark ages of
barbarism in Spainy», Lie Goff wrote about Isidore of Seville [4, p. 59]. Isidore was the last great
Latin father of the Church and a contemporary of St. Maximus the Confessor. Braulio of Saragossa
saw in him a man raised up by God to save the peoples of Iberia from the invading barbarians [5, p.
186]. The Eighth Toledo Council recognized him as the most educated man of the last centuries.

Due to his high level of education and broad outlook, Bishop Isidore of Seville became one of
those who sought to integrate ancient and Christian cultural traditions, correlating Christian values
and concepts with already existing and familiar Roman ones.

Almost all the works of Isidore of Seville serve one purpose — the systematization of
knowledge. In this sense, his most significant work is «Etymologies, or Beginnings», which
contains information about all branches of ancient knowledge: from grammar to cooking.

The Encyclopedia of Isidore became quite popular in medieval Europe, it was studied at
universities as one of the main textbooks, while it became a model for compiling many other
textbooks. Pagan antiquity, the Christian tradition, interpreted and retold by Isidore of Seville,
became available to the Goths, Franks, Suevi and other tribes from his extensive heritage [1, p. 63].

«Etymologies» is a Latin work by Isidore of Seville, compiled at the beginning of the VII
century AD and published in its final form after his death. The book is a kind of medieval
encyclopedia and is an overview of important knowledge and lessons of the ancient world. Its
content is largely borrowed from ancient Roman and early Christian texts, some of which are still
compilations of older materials [8, p. 202].

«Etymologies» were extremely important for the transfer of knowledge from the ancient
world to medieval Europe. Otherwise, part of the material contained in the work could have been
lost if Isidore had not taken up the grandiose task of writing his encyclopedia. This work got its
name from the theme of one of its constituent books. It was written shortly before his death, during
the full maturity of his remarkable scholarship, at the request of his friend, the Bishop of Saragossa.

«Etymologies» is a huge repository in which all the knowledge that his time possessed is
collected, systematized and compressed. For most of the Middle Ages, it was the textbook most
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commonly used in educational institutions. It was so highly regarded as a repository of classical
knowledge that it largely supplanted the use of individual works by the classics themselves, it was
printed ten times between 1470 and 1529.

In addition to these numerous reprints, the popularity of "Etymology™ has given rise to many
inferior imitations. This gives a lot of evidence that the writer had the deepest knowledge of Greek
and Latin poets. In total, Isidore of Seville quotes one hundred and fifty-four Christian and pagan
authors in his work [7, p. 177]. The encyclopedic work in style is concise, clear and beautiful.

The «Etymologies» consist of 448 chapters collected in 20 books, in which Isidore used
thousands of manuscripts collected and written in clear and concise language. In the first three
books, as in other books on various sciences and arts, Isidore demonstrated that only in an open and
pluralistic culture can nations be created that preserve their political and religious identity, and
those nations that reject this law doom themselves to chaos and barbarism [3, p. 211]. The fourth
book is devoted to medicine and libraries. In the fifth book, the author characterizes the law and
chronology. In the sixth book, the author assigns the main role to church books, and in the seventh
and eighth books — to God, the heavenly and earthly hierarchies, the church and sects. The ninth
book contains information about languages, cities, kingdoms and official names. The tenth book
discusses the etymology or meaning of words.

In the second book, devoted to dialectics and rhetoric, Isidore owes much to the translations
of Boethius from Greek. Caelius Aurelianus made a great contribution to that part of the fourth
book, which is devoted to medicine. The twelfth, thirteenth and fourteenth books are largely based
on the works of Pliny and Solinus [8, p. 224].

Isidore's main authoritative source was the Bible, which he quotes about 200 times. Virgil's
etymology is also quoted more than 190 times throughout the work. Virgil was considered the
greatest poet of Roman literature and one of the most authoritative experts of the Latin language.
Other Roman pagan figures, such as Cicero and Lucian, are widely quoted throughout the
encyclopedia, as are Christian authors Jerome and Augustine.

The bulk of the material for etymology is taken from other encyclopedists and compilers:
Pliny the Elder, Solinus, Servius and Cassiodorus [2, p. 63]. Isidore for the most part does not cite
these sources. Solinus, Servius and Cassiodorus are not mentioned once in the Etymology, and
Pliny is mentioned only a few times.

On the other hand, Isidore calls Aristotle (384-322) a source more than ten times, although he
never read Aristotle, but borrowed references from other works. Isidore even mentions Pythagoras
as a source, despite the fact that Pythagoras himself did not leave any writings [6, p. 114]. It can be
concluded that «Etymologies» is a «collection» of sources that often overlap each other, sometimes
quoted, and sometimes not, often it was a reference from the second person, sometimes from his
own memory.

Thus, Isidore of Seville is a very significant ecclesiastical figure of the period of the
Ecumenical Councils, who had a strong influence on the development of the entire European
culture. In many ways, it was he who became the first guide of the ancient tradition to the new
barbarian kingdoms formed on the ruins of the Western Roman Empire. Isidore was the last of the
ancient Christian philosophers, as well as the last of the great Latin fathers. The «Etymologies» of
Isidore of Seville are known as a unique source of generalized knowledge, what was taught in
ancient schools was placed in the «Etymologies», which were considered the heritage of ancient
culture.
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Abstract. In the course of research on the study of images and the formation of the typology
of amulets of the Saltovo-Mayak culture in the domestic historiography of the second half of the
XX century, we have considered, to a greater extent, the works of Pletneva S.A., Aksenov V.S. and
Flerova V.E. The analysis and comparison of the studied works allow us to conclude about the
stability of the opinions of experts in the matter of interpretation plots of images and a framework
for typologizing sets of amulets of the Saltovo-Mayak culture.
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The most important aspect that attracted our attention was the question of studying the
typologization and interpretation of the images of amulets of the Saltovo-Mayak culture. It is noted
that archaeological finds of this type, as the main base for the study of material culture, have not
been studied enough, therefore, the systematization of the main directions of the generalized
opinions of researchers will be very significant for the further continuation of publications on this
subject. The connection with modern research will be established due to the systematization of
some fundamental works on the subject under consideration. Useful historical experience will help
to include in the total volume of scientific research the data obtained during the work related to the
research topic. Currently, the most relevant stage in the study of the topic under study is the appeal
to the historiography of the issue, and, directly, the conduct of archaeological excavations, taking
into account the specifics of the localization of culture. Systematic development of the study of
various aspects of the Saltovo-Mayak culture, isolated this issue in a special direction of
historiography. Domestic researchers have written a significant number of works on this issue, each
of which deserves special attention and has the right to be recognized. The main backbone of
research on this issue is contained in articles, monographs and dissertations of authors who have
been most extensively and fully engaged in the study of various aspects of the existence of the
Saltovo-Mayak culture. The conclusions of the work are based on the cumulative research material
of the authors of works on this topic. The practical significance lies in the fact that the introduction
into scientific circulation will allow to supplement the database on the problem of studying the
amulets of the Saltovo-Mayak culture, and the methods used will consolidate the practice of the
methodological foundations of the study. The purpose of this work is to consider the issue of
studying the amulets of the Saltovo-Mayak culture from the point of view of Russian
historiography.

It is necessary to indicate the fact that prior to the studies that were started before the 1940s,
they do not contain data on the differentiation of monuments of material culture. This course of
research takes on a different direction in the first most general works. During the period of studying
the theoretical aspects and accumulation of the material component, a significant base of
historiographical material was compiled. Among the variety of historiographical data, one can
single out the most useful works for the study of the issue of amulets of the Saltovo-Mayak culture.
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It is worth noting the works of V.S. Aksenov. [2], Albegova Z.H. [3], Pletneva S.A. [4],
Flerova V.E. [5], and other authors who have made a significant contribution to the development of
the theoretical and practical basis for the study of the question posed to the study.

It should be noted that all types of amulets allocated by Pletneva S.A., one way or another,
embody the symbolic image of the god Tengri Khan, naturally, in their usual way - in the form of a
horseman. Studies have shown that there are two stages of religious variability and kaganate: before
the adoption of Judaism, after the adoption of Judaism [1, p. 15]. The level of social development
achieved in the VIII century allowed us to develop and develop our own religious system. Thanks
to the provable argument of Pletneva S.A. the typologization of amulets was clearly expressed, its
conclusions were used by researchers in various works, which confirms the acceptance and
correctness of the typologization.

After analyzing the conclusions of VV.S. Aksenov, it can be concluded that, like S.A. Pletneva,
he divides the affiliation of amulets by gender and age, as well as on the basis of the ratio of beliefs.
Archaeological study and ethnographic materials allow us to conclude that the amulets correspond
to a certain age group, especially the reproductive age [2]. Amulets of each category correspond to their
own set of jewelry, for example, beads. These sets are different in their typology, shape, and size.

Flerova, in one of her publications, carried out work on the comparison of material on the
symbolism of images and signs. Which are imprinted on metal and graphics of the Saltovo-Mayak
culture of the VIII-X centuries [5]. Thus, the specified image of amulets: right-left, bottom-top,
light-dark, and the like, is in accordance with the peculiarity of the Khazarian device, which is
reported in written sources, according to Flerova's instructions.

For the most part, historiographical information on the study of amulets of the Saltovo-Mayak
culture has unambiguity of possible opinions on any particular issue. But it is necessary to mention
once again the work of a major specialist in this field of research, namely the work of S.A. Pletneva
"From nomads to cities”. We noted a special typologization of amulets, derived by Pletneva. In
conclusion, it should be noted that it is assumed that the process of disappearance of these images in
amulets is due not so much to the preservation of the traditions of funeral rites and the spread of
monotheistic religion, but rather to a change in the state structure towards autocracy, in connection
with this, the idea of interpretation in the images of the duality of the world disappears.

In general, the source base gives more than a complete picture of the problems of the issue of
studying the amulets of the Saltovo-Mayak culture that interests us. According to the historiography
of the issue, it is concluded that these statements are justified by a firmly entrenched mythological
system throughout the territory of the Khazar Khaganate. According to historiography, it was traced
that the fact of borrowing the basics of creating amulets from other cultures is not ignored.
Consequently, we have noted, based on the analysis of the researchers' works, that this fact is
explained by the intensive development and reinterpretation of plots, which is reflected in the
revised mythological system.
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The era of the reign of Anastasius | (491-518) is a very important field of research to identify
the specifics of the continuity of the Middle Ages in relation to late antiquity. It was Anastasius who
initiated many reforms that made it possible to heal the empire and are a kind of fertile soil on
which, like wheat, many subsequent foreign policy successes of Byzantium under the rule of
Emperor Justinian the Great (537-565) grew.

Such areas of the organization of the state machine, the monetary system [2, P. 1.], taxation
(Evagr. Schol., Hist. Eccl., I1I, 39) and the army of the empire underwent reform (do not forget that
changes in the military organization were accompanied by the implementation of significant
logistical and defensive projects, such as, for example, Anastasius Wall (1, ¢. 235.)). It is to study
the reform of the organization of the army that we need to turn to such a source as the military
decree of Anastasius | from the city of Perge. This city was in the Roman province of Pamphylia,
leading us to assume that the time of the issuance of the decree took place during the Isaurian War
(492-496).

Most of the fragments of this decree were found during excavations in Perge in 1974 and
1981-1982 (3, P. 134.). The decree, judging by the reconstruction, is presented in the form of a text
on three marble slabs. The first two include the decree itself, and the third shows the number of
troops, their salaries and the land area they occupy. In my article, 1 would like to pay special
attention to the first two plates, since the data they provide can tell us a lot about the state of the
army at the beginning of the reign of Emperor Anastasius I. However, we must refrain from far-

reaching conclusions and assumptions, because we only have one similar source, which, in turn,
somewhat limits us.

The leitmotif of the decree is the condemnation of the corruption of the army and the
installation of an honest way of building a career for military personnel to improve the efficiency.
Anastasius is dissatisfied with the fact that some recruits are building a fast-moving career, not so
much at the expense of merit, labor and military service, but by being under someone’s patronage or
buying a position. It was to eliminate the latter aspect of the military organization of the Byzantine
Empire that this decree was directed. Also, an important factor in assessing the information content
of this source is the expected date of its publication. Estimated, the decree was issued during the
years of the Isaurian War, which began almost from the very beginning of the reign of Emperor
Anastasius I.

“Because it is clear that your promotions, ranks and graduations, [which are arranged] in
accordance with the ancient tradition that has survived to this day, have somehow become alienated,
and each of the various military units is getting a higher rank in accordance with corruption,
cunning and benevolence of some people, but not by merit, labor and conditions of military service,
not at a fixed time, but only by a few certain men, for a very short period of service and at a very
young age, among the lower ranks, [acting] contrary to the welfare of the majority, receive the
positions of their colleagues who join their termination of service» (3, P. 157). This excerpt from
the decree of Anastasius shows us the problems that this document is intended to solve. In addition,
it is important to remember that such decrees were issued in order to satisfy the claims of the troops
stationing at the place where this “message” of the Byzantine emperor came out. This allows us to
imagine the situation in the army of the empire during the Isaurian war. Some researchers believe
that the state of the army was rather sad, shaken, since, indeed, the unbridledness of the troops and
the corruption that flourished in their ranks could not positively affect the course of the hostilities of
the Byzantine army before the reforms of Anastasius. And in connection with such assumptions,
this imperial military decree in a city located near the unfolding war is very valuable and gives
those assumptions some justification.

Regulation and control over promotions is the central theme of the decree: now, at least, the
troops stationed in the city of Perge have received updates in their organization, the structure of
subordination of military branches has changed, which can be seen in the example of this passage:
«Since every sort of corrupt extortion and sales dormant, the Imperial Foresight has decided that the
right people should be appointed according to the right option so that the dragonmen are placed
under the responsibility of the dragon master» (4, P. 168). Thus, by changing the structure of
subordination of military branches, Anastasius also contributed to a greater differentiation of the
functions of these same troops. Apparently, these changes turned out to be very effective and, most
likely, were introduced in the armies located in other cities of the empire (this is especially true for
the cities of the eastern part of Byzantium, since this would explain some of the successes of the
imperial troops in the war with the Persians, which happened a little later than the end Isaurian
War).

It should be said that the leitmotif of the decree agrees very well with another source on the
problem of changes in the organization of the empire's army under Anastasius I, with the code of
Justinian. The laws introduced by Anastasius also aimed to eliminate the possibility of extorting
money from soldiers, to protect their rights and property (Cod. Just. XII. 37. 18). For example, such
a law also confirms that the corruption of the army at the time of the beginning of the reign of
Anastasius was a very serious burden for the army: “These commanders must control the
magistrates and their assistants and ensure that the decurions, or tax collectors, do not inflict under
the command of their commanders, at no expense, so that said commanders may, in time of peace,
review and convene troops whenever they so desire. This passage, of course, does not use such
radical expressions as in the military decree, but this is primarily due to the various goals for which
these documents were created. The decree was originally aimed at resolving the claims of the troops
stationed in the city of Perge, therefore it is not surprising that the decree uses a more vague and
emotionally colored presentation.
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Thus, the military decree of Anastasius from the city of Perge is a rather important source
about the change in the organization of the early Byzantine army during the reign of this emperor,
moreover, it is, in fact, unique in its kind. Among other things, the decree is also able to shed light
on the state of the army before the reforms of Anastasius, in good agreement with the orders of this
emperor, preserved in the code of Justinian. Examining these sources together, we can definitely
state that the level of corruption within the army was quite high, and it was precisely to suppress it
that many of his orders affecting the military organization of the empire were aimed.
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In the era of positivism, the word determinism became synonymous with science.

The same laws were transferred to the social sciences. In almost all major explanatory
sociological systems of that time (in Marxism, in particular) the course of history was considered as
a natural process, it is impossible to change the course and direction of which. Fate leads the
willing, drags the unwilling, and freedom is a conscious necessity [2, p. 178].

The twentieth century has shaken faith in rigid determinism. The modern concept of
determinism organically combines necessity and randomness, therefore, the world and the events in
it are neither fatalistically predetermined, nor purely random, not conditioned by anything. In the
middle of the twentieth century, the famous philosopher, logician and sociologist K. Popper
criticized deterministic doctrines in the social and historical sciences.

In his opinion, belief in certain "iron laws of history" is prejudice. He called it historicism. For
the most part, historians dealing with a specific topic do not really like to consider schemes where
complex social laws operate.Of course, no serious researcher will deny the existence of certain
patterns in historical development, but when a specific historical study is written into a sociological
or historiosophical scheme, then a lot of stretch marks and simplifications are found in the latter.
So, for example, in Soviet (and not only) historiography, feudalism was considered as a kind of a
universal phenomenon, an obligatory stage of the development of human society.It was found not
only in Europe, but also in Byzantium, in the East, in Mesoamerica and other places. Meanwhile, if
we compare the social and political structure of medieval France and Byzantium, we will find a lot
of inconsistencies. Therefore, not all historians agree to drive a specific historical epoch into a
sufficiently abstract formation or civilization. The problem of historical necessity and chance has
been discussed an infinite number of times. Randomness acts as an unstable connection between
events, as something that allows you to fill in the gaps in the explanation that cannot be filled with a
deterministic approach. Often the attribution of the cause to random or natural depends not only on
the ideological attitudes of the researcher, but also on time. "The significance of events is
determined by the significance of their consequences,” Talleyrand said. In this regard, some events
that were considered important or even fateful have lost this significance after a while. Others that
seemed random and secondary, had far-reaching consequences.

Alternativeness is considered not in a philosophical, but in a methodological sense, that is,
what role the assumption of the development of events along a different path plays in historical
knowledge. Here it is appropriate to refer again to the work of 1.D. Kovalchenko, since in this part it
has not lost its relevance. He notes that "an alternative is such a historical situation, which is
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characterized by the struggle of social forces for the realization of significantly different
opportunities for social development.

The result of the discussion about "Railways" was, in particular, that R. Vogel himself
abruptly changed the direction of his research, switching from the problems of the transport
revolution to the issues of the economy of slavery and ceasing to focus on the "alternative history".
In his next work, "The Time of the Cross," written jointly with S. Engerman, he tried to prove that
the slave economy in the South of the United States was not at all as unprofitable as they are trying
to imagine, but on the contrary, he had prospects. Based on some economic and mathematical
models, they formulated the conclusion that the cause of the Civil War in the United States was not
the economic inefficiency of slavery, but the moral rejection by freedom - loving Americans of the
institution of slavery as a system of oppressment. And in the first case and in the second. Vogel
tried to build a scientific model based on a strict mathematical calculation, but divorced from
historical reality. From the point of view of the historian, to talk about what would have happened if
there had been no railways, while they were, is nonsense, as well as to calculate the economic
profitability of what did not exist.

The existing reality can represent either an already realized possibility of the past, or a
struggle that is being waged for realization significantly different, alternative opportunities for
subsequent development. The future is a natural and inevitable continuation of the present. It grows
out of the present. But it cannot be an alternative to the present, because how can something that
does not exist yet be an alternative to the real? [1, p. 422]
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The world of historical concepts, categories and terms of historical science is diverse. There
are various systems of classification of scientific concepts and categories, but historical science is
not characterized by the use and formulation of a strict categorical and conceptual apparatus, unlike
a number of other social sciences (for example, law or economics), and especially natural science
knowledge. The reasons for the special position of history were revealed at the turn of the XIX-XX
centuries by the neo-Kantian school of philosophy of history and, above all, by the German
philosopher Heinrich Rickert (1863-1936) [2, p. 342].

History can never bring its material under a system of general concepts, which is the more
perfect the less empirical reality it contains, but it tries to at least get closer to the image of reality
itself. One task falls to the share of natural science, the other to the share of historical science. The
distinction established between natural science and history should be based on the juxtaposition of
constantly operating concepts and constantly changing and becoming reality. The aim of natural
science is always to represent the more or less general; the aim of historical science is to represent
the more or less individual.

At the same time, the ego's position does not mean that the historian does not use general
concepts in his work: for him they serve only as a means of describing and explaining a specific
historical phenomenon. Since the Methodological School, historiography has used general concepts
developed in history and other sciences to describe historical phenomena and processes, but their
application has always been instrumental, and these concepts and categories themselves, as noted
above, have never formed a single strict system, as natural sciences or such "generalizing" social
sciences do, as, for example, sociology, law or economics [3, p. 3].

In this context, any classification of concepts and categories of historical science is rather
conditional. From the point of view of the methodology of history, the concepts and categories used
in historical research can be divided into two main groups. The first group (interdisciplinary)
includes concepts and categories that have arisen outside the field of historical science. The second
group (historical) includes those concepts and categories that have arisen and are used mainly in the
field of historical science.

Interdisciplinary concepts and categories include two subgroups:

e general scientific concepts and categories;

e interdisciplinary concepts and categories.

General scientific categories and concepts include the main categories related to scientific
work and scientific thinking, which are understood by the philosophy of science — such as
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induction, deduction, system, type, paradigm, scientific significance, research hypothesis,
temporality, empirical reality, causality, dialectics, evolution, etc.

Interdisciplinary concepts and categories are concepts and categories that have
appeared/mainly developed in other fields of knowledge, but are widely used in historical science.
Recall that the peculiarity of history since its formation as a science is the orientation to
methodological constructs developed in other humanities and social disciplines — sociology,
psychology, philology, economics, etc.

Perhaps the most important for the historian are the concepts and categories developed in the
philosophy of history and sociology (civilization, class, society, structure, generation, social
memory, urbanization, etc.). Also important are interdisciplinary concepts whose origin or main
research area is related to ethnology and ethnography (ethnos, mentality, myth, etc.). etc.), law and
political science (monarchy, republic, democracy, autocracy, anarchy, etc.), art history (style, genre,
etc.), and other sciences. Many interdisciplinary concepts were initially formed at the junction of a
number of sciences — for example, at the junction of psychology, philosophy and philology, such
important concepts for a historian as archetype, discourse, etc. Despite the fact that historians draw
the bulk of concepts from related social sciences and humanities, categories and concepts whose
origin is associated with natural and exact sciences are widely used in historical research. Of these,
geography is certainly the closest to history — a complex of sciences traditionally located at the
junction of social and natural science knowledge, in which the concepts of toponymy and landscape
are developed. However, other disciplines also provide terms that are widely used by historians —
biology (for example, ecosystem, population) and even exact sciences (for example, a set of
concepts related to quantitative history, or the conceptual apparatus of synergetics, etc.

Working with the concepts of historical science, of course, we must not forget that the
interpretation of not only many specific historical concepts, but also a number of concepts related to
other selected groups, may differ from different scientists and evolve over time [1, p. 35].
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The culture of South Korea is an example of a harmonious combination of elements of
traditional and modern. This phenomenon manifests itself in the vast majority of areas of South
Korean culture.

Nowadays, you can observe with what respect modern Koreans treat older generations. The
origins of this tradition came long before Confucianism entered Korea, during the reign of
shamanism, but took shape as an element of ideology in Confucian dogmas. In these instructions,
special respect for representatives of older generations was proclaimed one of the most important
[7]. The result of this provision was the appearance in the Korean language of several styles (or
degrees) of politeness, among which a separate place is given to communicate with older [2].

Another indicative example is Chusok, a national holiday when harvest day is celebrated,
which falls on the 15th of the 8th lunar month. By modern Koreans, this holiday is seen more as a
family than an agricultural one. The family gathers in the house of the oldest representative of the
clan on the male line, dresses in traditional Korean clothes, collects a table with traditional Korean
cuisine, commemorates deceased relatives in cemeteries [5]. In academia, there are 2 main versions
of the origin of this holiday:

1) In one of the earliest sources on the history of Korea, "Samguk Sagi" mentions such an
event as Kabe. From the record of 32 years (during the reign of Yuri-isagym): «After establishing
[the names] of the six communities, the van divided them into two parts and ordered his two
daughters, so that, having gathered the girls in each of them, they formed two groups with their
friends, which from the day of the kaman (16th) of the seventh month of autumn were to gather
every day in the courtyards of large communities and weave from early morning to the second part
of the night (i.e. around 10 p.m.). On the 15th of the eighth month, it was calculated which of them
did more, and the defeated arranged a wine and food treat for the winners, accompanied by songs,
dances and all kinds of games. It was called the amusement performance of kabe.»[1].
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2) There is also an opinion that Chusok comes from ancient Korean shamanic rituals. A
striking example is the ritual of Chilmoridan Yondyn Kut, mainly held on Jeju Island - sacrifices
were made to local deities and ancestors from the spirits of wind, rain and sea [2]. In the above
ritual, the rite of offering sacrificial dishes and water by a female diver, henyo, stands out as a
separate "step" [6].

Nevertheless, both versions, and Im Ton Kwon, and information from the Samguk saga, show
the antiquity of the origin of this holiday and the special attitude of the inhabitants of South Korea
to the traditions of our time.

It is worth paying more attention to such an attribute as hanbok - a traditional Korean
costume. As previously written, it is mainly dressed for the traditional Chusok holiday. However,
this is not the only time when he is remembered. During many fairs, various theatrical, musical,
dance programs, as well as excursions. Hanbok originates from the clothing of the North Siberian
nomads of the Scythian-Siberian culture, became the most popular during the Three Korean States
and underwent strong changes in the era of the Joseon Dynasty. Notably, the modern female hanbok
is a direct descendant of the Joseon version of the costume.

A particularly revered holiday in South Korea is Hangul Day, or Korean Writing Day. The
Korean alphabet itself is the property of the Korean nation not only in the South, but also in the
North. The writing itself appeared in the 15th century by order of King Sejon the Great. The letter
of the Korean state became a unique phenomenon, since it did not experience such influence from
China as the Hanmun script in Korea. This day received the status of an official holiday on October
9, 1945, on the Independence Day of South Korea. Every subsequent year, on October 9, various
concert events and exhibitions are organized, meetings are held with famous linguists, philologists
in literary centers at universities.

The synthesis of traditional and modern elements in South Korean culture is especially
pronounced in the field of cinema.

Dramas are multi-part films originally from East Asia. Illustrative examples of South Korean
dramas demonstrating the synthesis of traditional and modern elements are such series as The
Goblin (Tokkebi) and The Legend of Kumiho.

In "Toccabi,” it tells of a magnificent warrior, an ambitious commander. He was accused of
conspiracy against the king and was killed with the stigma of a traitor, the warrior was
anathematized, as a result of which his soul and body could not find peace for 1000 years. For the
curse to collapse, Toccabi must find his bride, who lives in the 21st century. The film shows the
idea of reincarnation in our days, which existed in Korea during the reign of Buddhism [3].

In Korean folklore, Tokkebi is equated with a Slavic house, outwardly similar to a trait. He
also, according to legend, likes to make fun of mortals, but does not pursue the goal of causing them
any harm. The hero in the film fully reflects the essence of the behavior of this character, only the
action takes place in the 21st century [9].

Another character of Korean folklore revealed in the drama in question is the Reaper of
Death. In the traditional view, this is a guide of souls to the afterlife, which was depicted in a black
hat and a black hanbok. In the film adaptation as a whole, a folklore image was adopted with an eye
on modernity - the character was presented in a black strict suit. He also met, saw off the dead and
tracked the lost souls, accompanying them to a different world [3].

In the drama "The Legend of Kumiho," based on the name, it tells about such a mythical
character as Kumiho. In the traditional sense, it is a fox with up to 9 tails and able to accept the
image of a beautiful girl. The main task of this creature is to finally become a person, for which
1000 male lives must be sacrificed over 1000 years. Up to this point, Kumiho has immortality. In
early legends, this character was interpreted as positive, but in later ones it already acquires a purely
negative essence. There are versions of legends where the fox undertakes to fulfill an additional
condition to the main ones - the future person must help all those in need [1].

In the film adaptation, the author's interpretation of this myth takes place. In order to gain
mortality, the hero (Kumiho) must find his beloved, who, like the one described above, must be
reborn several centuries later.
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Also in the same character, the second "hypostasis" is revealed - the role of the Mountain
Spirit. This is a borrowed hero of myths from ancient Chinese animistic beliefs, suggesting the
existence of patron spirits and the presence of a soul in everything in the world. The Mountain
Spirit, or Sansin, is the patron spirit of mountains and mountain valleys. His task is to protect his
territory and help the creatures living there. In medieval Korea, it was believed that rulers, military
leaders and great Confucian thinkers could be reincarnated as the Mountain Spirit [8].

In the film adaptation, the main character combines two roles - Kumiho and the Mountain
Spirit, as a result of which the help and protection of those in need comes out as one of the primary
tasks of the hero. There is a kind of reception for two Korean folklore heroes with some author's
innovations in history, in particular, from Kumiho. Firstly, the main character is a male
representative, and secondly, the character was not obliged to take 1000 human lives in
replacements for one of his own. In this case, the borrowings in part of Kumiho are taken from early
Korean legends, where the character in question is interpreted in a positive way. Although, in the
scenes that depict actions in the past, the people were afraid of the Fox and in every possible way
opposed them.

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Abstract. The article discusses the comedy "Woe from Wit" in the aspect of a two-
dimensional representation of the images and plot of the play. Deception is the main motive of the
plot and a cross-cutting theme of the entire comedy plot. But it is contrasted with the motive of
Christian truthfulness in communicating with people, at the same time being the direct antithesis of
what is presented in real life.
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Deception is the central plot motif of the plot of "Woe from Wit" and the end-to-end - of the
whole comedy. In all its glory, thanks to him, the essence of secular society and the philosophy of
its relationships are revealed. The moral law of a secular society is based on the ubiquitous
deception revered by the participants of this society within their relationships. In the words of
Famusov, Sophia, and even Molchalin, beloved by secular society, there is no sincerity and
directness. This leitmotif leads to the motive of Christian sincerity in communication with both God
and people. The way of presentation with evangelical motives determines the proper development
of the plot of "Woe from the Mind", connected primarily with the image of Chatsky, opposed to the
"light" in his morality.

It is not stupidity, but a low level of morality inherent in the Famusov society. Unfortunately,
the heroes apply their mind only to lies and cheating. The reason for this is opposition to the
manifestation of free-thinking, skepticism towards culture and the sciences. Somewhere
exaggerated, in some places absurd words from the finale of the 3rd act accurately convey the
unbearability of the secular society into which Chatsky got into his grief. His appearance in
Famusov's living room gives the impetus necessary for the development of the plot of "Woe from
the Mind", and allows you to look through the hero's sober eyes at the absurdity that is happening.
Chatsky, from his first lines, is the reader's opposite figure to all representatives of the secular
circle. He immediately violates all the principles of communication of Famusovsky guests, gives
them sarcastic characteristics. The moral law of the hero is unimaginable within the minds of those
present, it is based on the not always pleasant truth, absolute honesty, free-thinking. Chatsky's
utterance of his thoughts in its purest form shakes the ground under the feet of a society firmly
standing on the postulates of lies. But the finale of the comedy does not make you laugh, grief from
the mind befalls the main character, and other characters reluctantly realize their loss. Griboyedov
builds a storyline so that the characters find out the truth before mutual encumbrances and
reproaches. They randomly find out the truth, and in such circumstances, the barrier of sycophancy
and mutual deception built over the years leaves the characters.

The plot penetrates into the characters themselves, continuing in their thoughts, destroys life
attitudes and principles, spiritually refracts the inner world of the characters. Finally, moral maturity
comes to their minds, but it does not stay there immediately. It puts only a sound grain in the heads
of those who will have to remake themselves anew. The heroes internally say goodbye to their
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former life. Chatsky finally becomes disillusioned with people, loses faith in the bright and pure.
Famusov is exposed, his "game" has led to the loss of all authority. The deceived Sophia realizes
that she lived in the wrong settings at all. The imaginary value of the moral attitudes of the
Famusov society is lost in a moment. The highest tension in comedy: Chatsky, being surrounded by
people, breaks off in mid-sentence suddenly realizing his loneliness. It is here that Griboyedov sees
Chatsky as an exiled prophet.

It is important to note here that Orthodox-Christian motifs, which are often found in the text,
play a special role in the comedy. The author does not emphasize them, but this does not negate the
importance of the presence of Christian images in the work. They are often found in the speech of
comedy characters. The meaning of such speech figures is sometimes perceived inaccurately, due to
their occurrence in the speech of the characters, but you need to pay attention to the subtext of the
expression. "Woe from Wit" is permeated with images of biblical topics, its plots.

Chatsky, as a kind of ideal personality, is opposed by Griboyedov to the secular Moscow
society, mired in lies, spiritual poverty and other sins. Chatsky, as a preacher, bringing light and
truth, appears in the Famusovsky living room. He denounces the Moscow "Pharisees” and builds a
new temple of high spirituality, intensity of feelings and thoughts in the souls of people. As if
according to the plot of the Gospel, Chatsky brings the idea of apostolic ministry to people. But the
author does not want to find the apostles themselves in secular society at all. Breaking the "fourth
wall" for the first time, Chatsky addresses the audience in the living room.

The objective course of life and the moral ideal collided in comedy in irreconcilable
opposition. In "Woe from Wit" "comicality is a means of the tragic,” and comedy is a kind of
tragedy. The complexity of the plot also reveals the complexity of the genre, which the author
himself was fully aware of, as is known, hesitated in its definition and eventually preferred the
concept of "stage poem". Deception and truth collided in it, as irreconcilable concepts within the
framework of morality, but always going side by side.
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Abstract. This article discusses the relevance of collecting data through questionnaires at the
present time, as the survey is a very popular method of collecting information, and the data obtained
in the course of the survey can reduce the uncertainty that accompanies the adoption of various
decisions.
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Currently, the most popular method of collecting primary data is the survey method. The
survey is a very effective way of obtaining universal information of both objective (about the facts
of people's life activity) and subjective nature (about the motives of activity, opinions, assessments
and value orientations).

Questionnaire survey is one of the main types of survey, which implies a rigidly fixed order of
questionnaire design. The questions in the questionnaire must be clearly formulated, understandable
to the respondent, and contain a list of answer options. A questionnaire is a series of questions that
the interviewee has to answer.

A questionnaire is a very flexible tool in the sense that questions can be used in a variety of
forms, wording and sequences to obtain the information needed, that is, questions can be asked in a
number of different ways. A good questionnaire should: facilitate the interviewee's response;
formulate the question in a way that affects the interviewee's response; and allow for easy analysis.
At the same time, the questionnaire should be tested and any weaknesses identified should be
corrected.

The questionnaire has the following structure:

e Preamble - explains who is conducting the survey and why. The survey is conducted
anonymously, unless otherwise specified in the plan.

There are no consequences for the respondent, both in the case of refusal and in the case of
consent, also determined by how much time to fill out the questionnaire;

e Passport - (usually 5-6 questions). This includes questions such as gender, age, nationality,
marital status, duration of marriage, children, education, occupation, main job position, family size,
salary, monetary income per family member, and so on. The passport is placed either at the
beginning or at the end of the questionnaire;

e The "fish" is the main part of the questionnaire, containing the questions for which the
whole study was organized. You should start with simple closed questions that imply unambiguous
answers that do not require much thought. The number of questions should be increased gradually,
diluting the number of complex questions with simple, probing, and clarifying ones;

e Detector - consists of questions designed to test the attentiveness of the questionnaire, the
seriousness and frankness of the respondents, as well as the decency and professionalism of the
interviewers themselves. The questions can be repeated (mirrored).

At the second stage in the collection of primary data (information collected for the first time
for a specific purpose) choose a research method. Let us dwell on the survey, since the
questionnaire is one of the main tools of this method of marketing research.
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Interviews can be oral or written. Oral and telephone surveys are usually called interviews.
Interviews are divided:

by the circle of interviewees (individuals, experts, entrepreneurs, etc.);

by the number of interviewees at the same time (single or group interview);

by the number of topics included in the survey (one or more (omnibus);

by the level of standardization (free scheme or structured, fully standardized);

by frequency of polling (one-time polling or multiple polling).

In a written survey, participants receive questionnaires that they must fill out and send back to
their destination. In this case, predominantly closed questions are used, the answer to which is to
choose one of the given options. The questions are subdivided as follows:

yes-no questions (sometimes a "don't know" or "neither yes nor no" answer is provided);

Alternative questions in which you have to choose from a number of possible answers one,
sometimes several;

Different types of questions set different levels of scales that can be applied later to measure
the magnitude of the trait under study.

When developing questions, you should base them on the need for information and the
interviewees' ability to give a correct answer. If the researcher is only interested in agreement or
disagreement, a yes/no question is sufficient. If it is necessary to make a conclusion about the
opinions of the interviewees, it is necessary to use scaling questions.

Questionnaires may include, in addition to substantive questions, questions to help establish
rapport with the interviewee and questions to control the correctness and authenticity of answers.
Statistical questions about the interviewee's identity are also used.

Questionnaires have the following advantages: (high speed of obtaining information; strict
regulation of the procedure allows for well-structured and comparable results; anonymity of
respondents increases the objectivity and sincerity of the answers obtained; possibility to organize
mass surveys and collect large amounts of data; relatively low labor intensity of procedures for
preparing and conducting research, processing of results; no influence of the interviewer on the
respondents’ work; the researcher's attitude is not expressed in the survey. Therefore, it is necessary
to combine questionnaires with other methods of primary data collection.

Thus, a questionnaire is a series of questions that the interviewee must answer. It is a key tool
when conducting marketing research by an enterprise. Questionnaires are compiled in order to
obtain answers to a wide variety of questions, which are structured and take a narrow focus
depending on the research objectives.

In general, questionnaires are one means of collecting primary information that must be
processed quickly, as it quickly settles and loses its value to the researcher.
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Abstract. The article presents an analysis of the role of popular expressions in the work of
A.S. Griboyedov "Woe from Wit". The author defines the term "catchword” and analyzes
catchphrases from the comedy by A.S. Griboyedov "Woe from Wit", which received the widest
distribution. The author concludes that the work "Woe from Wit" is saturated with many popular
expressions, both author's and taken from other works. Without exception, all the winged words and
expressions found in this work make it easy to understand, as well as sharply satirical, which once
again suggests that A.S. Griboyedov managed to brilliantly convey the spirit of the time he
describes.
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The relevance of the research of the stated topic is due to the fact that the well-known comedy
by A.S. Griboyedov "Woe from Wit" contains a huge number of winged words and expressions,
and these winged words have firmly entered the phraseological fund of the Russian language and
continue to be actively used in speech in the present period of time. Accordingly, it seems
appropriate to analyze the role and meaning of winged words and expressions in this work.

First of all, it is necessary to define the term "winged expression”. In the dictionary of
S.1. Ozhegov, the following definition is given: "Winged words are figurative, apt expressions,
sayings that have come into common use” [Ozhegov, p. 315]. There is another definition of winged
words and expressions, namely: "winged expressions are statements of famous people or quotations
from literary works that have firmly entered the speech fund and now act as definitions of an object,
phenomenon and action” [Sidorenko, p. 41].

Further, it seems appropriate to trace the features of the functioning of winged expressions in
the work "Woe from Wit" from the point of view of their role in understanding the work.

In fact, "Woe from Wit" is one of those works that has been disassembled into quotations
almost completely, and many replicas of the heroes of this work are still used to name existing
phenomena.

So, for example, Sophia utters the phrase "Happy hours are not observed”, which still means
exactly the same as in comedy, namely: if a person is in love or is engaged in what he loves to do,
time literally flies unnoticed for him, and he can for long hours to do what really fascinated / spend
time with a loved one.

The phrase that characterizes a person who does everything just to please a superior is as
follows: "The silent ones are blissful in the world." In fact, this phrase can describe anyone who has
found a "warm place™ under the sun through sycophancy, obsequiousness and transgressing through
their own honor.

Some of the catch phrases from the comedy "Woe from Wit" belong to other works. So, for
example, Chatsky, returning to his homeland, says that "The smoke of the fatherland is sweet and
pleasant to us."” This expression is a slightly modified line from the poem "Harp", written by
G.R. Derzhavin [Kostomarov, p. 32].
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Chatsky's expression "mind and heart are not in harmony" means the vile and hypocritical
mores prevailing among the Moscow nobility.

It is also interesting to hear the popular expression "Who are the judges?”, which is quite
actively used in modern speech, both colloguially and in writing, for example, in media texts. This
expression means that the "judges" are, as a rule, those who are hardened in their ignorance, old
habits and unwillingness to see that the world is changing, and changing rapidly. Are such
retrogrades worthy of being judges of other people: honest, sincere, young, hot?!? Unlikely.

Skalozub says: "If only I got to be a general.” In the comedy, Skalozub is a colonel, but what
colonel does not dream of becoming a general? He cares not at all about the benefits of the state, but
about his own personal interests, which is where his maximum obsequiousness to his superiors and
in general to all those who are higher up the social and career ladder comes from.

The winged expression "I would be glad to serve, it is sickening to serve" also belongs to
Chatsky. It means that even the most wonderful career is not joyful and worthy for him, because in
order to move up the career ladder, he will have to please his superiors, impersonate, flatter
unpleasant, but powerful people. All this reveals the image of Chatsky not just as a noble and
honest man, who is disgusted by any kind of honor and career building "going over heads", but also
a very witty person who easily notices all the hidden characteristics and pitfalls of any action or
phenomenon subjected to analysis [Skogorev, p. 125].

Another interesting winged expression also belongs to Chatsky: "Blessed is he who believes.
He is warm in the world." This expression means that a person who builds his relationship with
someone or something not on the basis of a critical analysis with a sober head and a comparison of
facts, but taking as a basis blind trust, thoughtless and uncritical, lives much easier than someone
who is used to thinking about the reasons for this or that state of affairs. However, if we keep in
mind that Chatsky utters this phrase with a rather caustic sarcasm, we can understand that he has an
extremely negative attitude to such blind faith. The meaning of this winged expression has not
changed even now, which is another proof of the need for critical thinking and a critical approach to
everything that is at least of some importance to a person. Otherwise, you can get very "burned" and
regret your own carelessness and frivolity. Russian Russian linguo-culture speakers also use most of
the winged words and expressions discussed above, which indicates that such expressions are in
demand and their important role in the modern Russian language. It is also interesting to note that
the vast majority of the catch phrases from this work belong to Chatsky. However, this is not
strange, since it is Chatsky who is the main positive character of the comedy "Woe from Wit" and it
would be strange if the author did not put into Chatsky's mouth his own worldly wisdom,
understanding of "what is good and what is bad", as well as extreme rejection of the regime that has
developed in Russia for the described period of time [Bagration-Mukhraneli, p. 8]. Summing up the
research conducted within the framework of this topic, we can conclude that the comedy of
A.S. Griboyedov "Woe from Wit" contains a large number of winged words and expressions that
are actively used today. This is probably due to the fact that the author managed to brilliantly
convey the spirit and features of the epoch described by him, and doing it in such a way that almost
every phrase from this work immediately recreates for the reader the time described by
A.S. Griboyedov. And the fact that most of the catch phrases from this comedy are still actively
used in the Russian language suggests that some things have not changed much, for example:
nepotism, honor, bribery, oppression of the weak by the strong of this world , etc.

DIE LEHRER-AUTORITAT UND DIE BEDINGUNGEN FUR IHRE
HERAUSBILDUNG

Der Erfolg des péadagogischen Prozesses wird durch die Kohidrenz und Organisation der
padagogischen Tatigkeit bestimmt. Die Verstindigung und Zusammenarbeit zwischen Lehrern und
Schiilern ist wichtig, um einen positiven Lernprozess zu gewéhrleisten. In vielen Féllen hédngt diese
Beziehung vom Lehrer, seiner Kompetenz und seiner Fachkenntnisse ab. Die Fachkompetenz des
Lehrers, die im Lehrprozess offenbart wird, bilden seine Autoritit.

Unter dem Begriff ,,die Lehrer-Autoritit™ versteht man die Personlichkeit des Lehrers, die
auch ein Instrument der indirekten Einwirkung auf den Schiiler, ein Vorbild fir sie darstellt. Je
hoher die Autoritdt eines Lehrers ist, desto mehr horen sie thm zu und erfiillen fleiBig seine
Anforderungen. Die emotionale FEinstellung zu solchem Lehrer ist &uflerst positiv und
vertrauensvoll.

Die meisten Lehrer sind keine Autoritét filir ihre Schiiler. In solchen Situationen treten oft
Konfliktsituationen auf. Tatsache ist, dass die Autoritit nicht ein flir allemal gebildet wird. Das ist
die Personlichkeitseigenschaft eines Padagogen, an der stindig gearbeitet werden muss.

Viele Autoren diskutierten iiber dieses Thema und schrieben ihre Werke. Heute hat dieses
Problem eine grofle Bedeutung. In einer modernen Schule ist es schwierig, die Autoritit zu
gewinnen. Um sie richtig zu bilden, muss man die Bedingungen fiir ihre Herausbildung untersuchen.
Damit der Lernprozess in Zukunft problemlos ablduft und die Schiiler den Anweisungen des Lehrers
zuhoren, miissen die Beziehungen so aufgebaut werden, dass die Kinder anfangen, den Lehrer zu
respektieren und ihn nicht zu fiirchten. Dazu muss der Lehrer an sich selbst arbeiten,
kommunikative Fertigkeiten entwickeln und seine Fachkompetenz erhéhen.

Das Ziel der vorliegenden Studie ist daher, die Bedingungen fiir die Herausbildung der
Autoritdt des Lehrers zu bestimmen.

Der Beruf des Lehrers war, ist und wird sehr gefragt. In einer modernen Schule ist dieser
Beruf der Weg zur Selbstverwirklichung des Lehrers, und Kinder brauchen einen kreativen Ansatz,
um das Lernstoff zu lernen.

Die Bedeutung dieses Problems wird durch die Analyse der wissenschaftlichen und
padagogischen Fachliteratur gezeigt.A.W. Rakuschkina betrachtete in ihrer Arbeit die Personlichkeit
des Lehrers im Bildungsprozess. Sie betont, dass sich die Zeiten dndern und die einfache
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monologische Erzdhlung des Lernstoffs das Kind nicht mehr interessieren kann. Um die Kreativitét
des Schiilers zu entwickeln, muss man in der Lage sein, verschiedene Methoden und Formen der
Bildung anzuwenden. Daher ist es notwendig, das Niveau der beruflichen Kompetenz des Lehrers,
das Niveau seiner Ausbildung zu erhéhen [7].

Eine der Hauptanforderungen an den Lehrer ist seine Liebe zu Kindern, zu seinem Beruf, zur
padagogischen Tétigkeit. Ohne diese Eigenschaften ist ein gesunder Bildungsprozess nicht moglich.
Auch ohne das Wissen des Pddagogen, das er den Schiilern vermittelt, kann man nicht auskommen.
Daher ist die néchste wichtige Voraussetzung das Vorhandensein spezieller Kenntnisse im Bereich,
in dem man unterrichtet [4].

Alle diese Eigenschaften werden in den Lehrprozessen, dem Selbstlernen, der
Selbstverwirklichung des Lehrers erworben.

In einer modernen Schule sind die Anforderungen an die Personlichkeitseigenschaften des
Lehrers gestiegen. Der Lehrer muss sehr kontaktfreudig, kiinstlerisch, kreativ sein. Natiirlich sollte
das Aussehen des Pddagogen angemessen sein.

Alle oben genannten Eigenschaften formen die individuelle Personlichkeit des Pddagogen.
Daraus folgt, dass jeder Lehrer eine einzigartige Personlichkeit darstellt, die einen individuellen und
eigenartigen Charakter hat [2].

W.M. Galusjak und N.I. Smjetanskij glauben, dass der Lehrer fiir eine erfolgreiche
padagogische Tétigkeit bestimmte paddagogische Fahigkeiten besitzen muss. Um hohe Ergebnisse in
der Ausbildung und Erziehung von Kindern zu erzielen, muss der Lehrer besondere psychologische
Eigenschaften besitzen [1].

So wird der Lehrer durch die Kombination aller positiven Eigenschaften und Fihigkeiten zu
einem wirklich wertvollen Facharbeiter. Er wird nicht nur von Kindern, sondern auch von Kollegen
respektiert [3].

Laut W. Pjetrikowa ist die Autoritdt des Lehrers die Anerkennung und die Wertschétzung des
Lehrers von den Schiilern und die darauf basierende Kraft seiner pddagogischen und erzieherischen
Wirkung [6].

Das Verhiltnis der Schiiler zu einem angesehenen Pddagogen ist emotional positiv geférbt.
Kinder sehen in einem solchen Menschen ein Vorbild und wollen ithm &hnlich sein. Je hoher diese
Autoritéat ist, desto mehr Aufmerksamkeit schenkt der Schiiler dem Thema, das dieser Lehrer
erklért.

A.S. Makarenko teilte zum ersten Mal in der padagogischen Wissenschaft die Autoritét des
Lehrers in wahr und falsch. Das Konzept des Wahren ist eindeutig. Das Falsche hat viele Arten.

Wahre Autoritédt wird durch die Einstellung der Schiiler zum Lehrer bestimmt, bei der sie sich
als «jungere Kameraden» des Lehrers empfinden. Dies wird in aktiver Interaktion miteinander
ausgedriickt [8].

Falsche Autoritdt wird durch die Einstellung der Schiiler zum Lehrer bestimmt, die sie dazu
veranlasst, nur Konsumenten der fertigen Erfahrung zu sein. Bei dieser Form der Autoritét strebt
der Lehrer danach, die Schiiler ihm gehorchen zu lassen. Ein solches Ziel braucht viel Kraft und
Zeit und in vielen Fillen, wenn dieses Ziel nicht erreicht wird, wird das Kind noch ungehorsamer [5].

Der Lehrer sollte sich fiir das Leben der Kinder und ihre Hobbys interessieren. Dafiir braucht
er nicht nur Zeit, sondern auch das personliche Interesse, seine Aufmerksamkeit fiir die Kinder. Der
Lehrer unterrichtet nicht nur ein Fach, sondern hilft auch bei personlichen Angelegenheiten des
Kindes.

Damit die Schiiler beginnen, den Lehrer als Autoritit wahrzunehmen, miissen sie eine Reihe
von Phasen durchlaufen. In diesen Phasen wird die Bedeutung des Lehrers fiir die Schiiler erhdht.

M.Yu. Kondratyev hat 3 Stufen der Herausbildung der Lehrer-Autoritit hervorgehoben.

1. Der Lehrer ist eine Informationsquelle. Dies ist die Anfangsphase der Herausbildung einer
autoritativen Beziehung, die auf der Grundlage der Bedeutung des Lehrers als Informationsquelle
fiir den Schiiler fiir den Erwerb von Wissen gebildet wird.
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2. Der Lehrer ist eine Referenzperson. In der zweiten Stufe der Autoritdtsherausbildung steht
nicht so sehr die vom Lehrer présentierte Information an erster Stelle, sondern ithre Bewertung vom
Lehrer. Hier spielt seine Meinung eine wichtigere Rolle, mit der die Schiiler gerechnet werden.

3. Der Pddagoge ist eine maligebliche Person. Die letzte Phase ist durch Vertrauen
gekennzeichnet, und die Meinung des Lehrers wird zunichst als richtig anerkannt, als
Handlungsfiihrer wahrgenommen und der Erfolg wird erwartet [6].

Die Herausbildung der Lehrer-Autoritit ist ein langer Prozess, dessen Erfolg durch eine Reihe
von Bedingungen bestimmt wird.

Die Liebe zu Kindern erzeugt den Wunsch, sich im Bildungs- und Erziehungsbereich zu
verbessern. Die Kinder achten darauf, wie der Lehrer daran interessiert ist, mit ihnen zu arbeiten,
wie er sie behandelt. Daher beeinflussen alle positiven Eigenschaften, die der Lehrer hat, darunter
Kreativitit, Kompetenz, Bildung, die Geschwindigkeit und Stirke der Autoritdtsbildung. Und auch
der Respekt des Lehrers gegeniiber seinen Schiilern spielt eine wichtige Rolle. Die Kinder fiihlen
und bemerken, wenn man mit ihrer Meinung betrachtet und sie das Recht haben, ihren Standpunkt
zu dufern.

Daher spielt die Autoritdt des Lehrers eine wichtige Rolle im paddagogischen Prozess. Es ist
ein Mittel, um Schiiler zu beeinflussen. Die Autoritit des Lehrers gibt das Recht, Entscheidungen
zu treffen, Ratschldge zu geben und das Ergebnis von Schiilern zu fordern. Wahre Autoritét sollte
das Ziel jedes Pddagogen sein. Dies ist die Einstellung der Schiiller zum Lehrer wie zu ihrem
Begleiter. Eine solche Beziehung bietet die Mdglichkeit, den Unterricht qualitativ aufzubauen und
Wissen zu vermitteln.
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
