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Introduction. Biomimicry is the new sphere of engineering that analyze the biological blue-
prints that was created by nature and trying to recreate them into new technologies (Terrapin Bright
Green, 2015). It can be used in many spheres such as the military, military, transport, healthcare and
other. Biomimicry is the very interesting sphere that want to adapt the milliard year of evolution
and experience of nature in order to help humanity to solve the issues. And according to the Dar-
win's theory of evolution all living organism has faced the millions of years of adaptations and mu-
tations, which did them the perfect blueprints for the new technologies.

The reasons why I have chosen the using of biomimicry in medicine are that the biomimicry
is the most rapidly developing sphere of bioengineering and my personal interest in this sphere.

First of all, biomimicry is the one of the fastest developing spheres of bioengineering. It is the
new sphere which history started at the end of the 20" century, but now in the second decade of the
21% century biomimicry is the one of the most using type of research and development of new tech-
nologies and it is impressing.

Secondly, I have chosen this theme, because of my personal interest. I interest with this theme
after the knowing fact that needle of syringe was copied from the proboscis mosquito.
Context

Biomimicry is the practice that learns biological blueprints in order to find fastest sustainable
solution for issue (Biomimicry Institute, n.d.). The most common type of biomimicry is copying of
forms for example, bullet train 500 Series Shinkansen’s nose has inspired by kingfisher’s beak that
reduces noise and energy consumption (Sheppard, 2012). Also, researchers make attempts to copy
structure of animals and plants, the one of them is shock absorbers inspired by woodpecker’s head
(Marks, 2011). Additionally, biomimicry is used in the copying of behavior of animals, for example
the self-driving drones (McMullan, 2019).

These days biomimicry is widely used not only in engineering, but also in medicine. New pro-
totypes, researches, development and implementation of most of the projects need a lot of financial
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investments, according to the book The Shark's Paintbrush: Biomimicry and How Nature is Inspir-
ing Innovation by Jay Harman U.S. in 2010 has founded $700 million dollars, in other words 1% of
U.S. Department of Defense budget (Harman, n.d.). .

From the economical lens the using of technologies inspired by the nature is unreliable for
Kazakhstan, because the usage, application of this projects will negatively depend on the economy
of Central Asia region. On the other side the usage of Sharklet technology can save million dollars
of state budget. According to the research of Jeffrey Funk (2014) if we compare the price of disin-
fection and producing the plastic based on Sharklet technology the saves of money will be from
$0.4 - $4 million for each hospital, so the benefits of using of biomimicry researches in one country
will bring the development of healthcare and save the state budget of Kazakhstan. On the other side
of healthcare, the usage of biomimicry in medicine is very important, because the 10% of the pro-
jects that are on research, developing and usage are specialized in medicine, healthcare and pharma-
cy (Terrapin, 2015). The using these technologies can improve the quality of medicine and reduce
lethality during operations. For example, the Sharklet technology, which provides the medical sup-
plements like Foley catheter and central venous catheter (Sharklet, n.d.). According to the statistic
in the U.S. infections of central venous catheter are associated with 28000 death every year. The
presence of a venous catheter often causes blood clots, starting with platelet adhesion and activation
and ending up causing deadly clots and embolisms (Sharklet, n.d.). So, the Sharklet technology will
reduce the lethality, because it inhibits the self-reproducing of bacteria, which cause the infections.
Also, biomimicry technologies can replace the old methods, like using of surgical suture, because
the developing project of surgical glue inspired by Sandcastle worms is the new step of surgery.
This technology could save many lives, because this glue will bring new methods of surgery like
the repair of vessels and heart defects, which was impossible few years ago (McKeag, 2015).

Methods

To investigate using of biomimicry inspired technologies into healthcare of Kazakhstan and to
judge if it is a way to change classis medical tools also, to determine possible risks of using biology
motivated technology in medicine analyzing of literature and the survey were used.

As the secondary research analyzing of literature were used. It is a quantitative method of re-
search, because the research involves the analyzing of the literature. For this research was spent 4
hours, which most of them was involved on the searching of reliable sources, due to the lack of
information about biomimicry.

The one of the advantages of using the analysis of literature is the time consuming. The time
that was spent on the reading, searching information was a lot lower comparing with the time that
was spent on other experimental methods of research and it has lower cost.

Also, the advantage of using the literature analysis is the analyzing the statistics of experi-
ments of other researches, that are impossible to do in my conditions. For example, the properties of
plastic that are made by SharkLet technology, which can experimentally research in laboratories.

On the other side, literature analysis has the biggest problem is the copyright on using of au-
thors works. So, it can be the biggest challenge that I will face during research project.

Furthermore, the lack of literature about biomimicry theme, because this type of bioengineer-
ing 1s less popular than other, so there no perspectives that will be against this type of technologies.

As the primary research I used the survey. This survey was among the doctors of the Aktobe
city and 23 people has answered it. I have questioned this group of people in order to know the reli-
ability of using biomimicry technologies in medicine from people who work in healthcare sphere.

The one of the advantages is the precise of the result. As questions in the survey should un-
dergo scrutiny and standardization, they provide uniform definitions to all the subjects who are to
answer the questionnaires. Thus, there is a greater precision in terms of measuring the data gath-
ered.

Also, the advantage of using surveys is the minimum of bias and stereotypes in the infor-
mation. Surveys are ideal for scientific research studies because they provide all the participants
with a standardized stimulus. With such high reliability obtained, the researcher’s own biases are
eliminated.
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The disadvantage of using the survey is the inflexibility of the answers. Participants are con-
strained by the answers of author, so it can be no relevant answer on the question that participant
wanted to say.

Results

As the primary research survey was used. In the survey was 7 questions:

1. Did you know what is the biomimicry?

2. Have you seen biomimicry-based technologies?

3. Rate the level of technologies used in medicine in Kazakhstan

4. In your opinion, does the financing of hospitals affect the implementation of new technol-
ogies in the medicine of Kazakhstan?

5. What factors do you think affect the speed of spread of biomimicry-based technologies in
medicine?

6. Will biomimicry-based technologies improve the quality of medicine in the country?

7. In 2015, the development of a surgical glue inspired by sandworms began. Will these tech-
nologies replace the old methods of treatment?

23 people passed this survey and answered all questions. The answers of the first question
was interesting, because only 60.9% of people know about the biomimicry-inspired technologies
and only 21.7% of people faced them. It is interesting information, because I have asked the quali-
fied doctors with the big work experience, so the illiteracy in this sphere of engineering is enor-
mous, therefore it could be the one of the reasons why the biomimicry-based technologies imple-
ment in the medicine of the Kazakhstan.

The result of the 3™ question is also interesting, because majority of the doctors, exactly
43.5%, rated the level of technologies for 3 points, that means that hospitals of Kazakhstan has the
average level of technology, but the number of people, who rated it for 1 and 2 points is surprisingly
big and form 47.8%, which is the biggest percent and it gives information that in small towns has
the problems with the new technologies.

Answers for the 4™ question was predictable, because the main part of the people answered
that the investments to hospitals of Kazakhstan can help to implement the biomimicry-based tech-
nologies in medicine, so the low investments can be also the reason why the implementation is so
slow.

The results of the 5™ question can give the information what factors from the opinion of the
doctors can affect to the using of biomimicry-inspired in the hospitals. So, from the opinion of the
medic low investments is the most affecting point that blocking the implementation of new technol-
ogies.

The answers of the following question under the number 6 was expected, because 91.3% of
participants answered that the biomimicry-based technologies will improve the quality of medicine
in Kazakhstan, so the biomimicry researches are reliable in medicine industry and will reduce the
lethality of surgeon operations.

And the results of the last question were reasonable, because most of the answers was that the
biomimicry-inspired technologies could replace the conventional methods of treatment. But the
17,1%, exactly 4 of people say that it cannot replace and bring the same efficiency as the ordinary
method like the using the surgical sutures. Also, the one doctor answered that the new technologies
will incompletely replace the old method and this is true, because the using of new technologies
needs to be combined with the old method and get the most efficiency with the symbiosis of 2
methods.

Conclusion

According to the research questions it is possible to make these conclusions:

= Biomimicry technologies slowly implement into the medicine of Kazakhstan, because of the
low investments into the biomimicry researches

Yes, it is the one of the reasons, why the biomimicry technologies slowly implement in Ka-
zakhstan. The low investments that funding the government of Kazakhstan from the capital budget
leads to the impossibility of purchasing these technologies in the hospitals of Kazakhstan.
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= Biomimicry technologies can replace the traditional methods in the medicine of Kazakhstan

There is plenty of the answers and all are the correct, so they need to be mentioned. For the
positive answers that say the biomimicry-based technologies will replace the ordinary methods of
treatment, for example surgical glue. From the other perspective, the new technologies cannot re-
place the traditional methods of treatment, because their usage are limited by the one function. So,
concluding, the biomimicry-inspired technologies needs to be combined with the conventional
method of treatment and make the symbiosis with them to get the most efficiency.

= Can illiteracy in biomimicry sphere affect to the implementation of biomimicry researches
in the medicine of Kazakhstan?

Illiteracy also one of the affecters that slow down the speed of the implementation of biomim-
icry-inspired technologies in the hospitals of Kazakhstan, because the minor part of citizens knows
about the biomimicry sphere and don’t know about the pros and cons of using them in the
healthcare industry, so the illiteracy of the population leads to the slow implementation of biomim-
icry-based technologies.

Overall, from this research was investigated 2 major reasons why the biomimicry inspired
technologies are slowly implemented in Kazakhstan. The one of the reasons is the illiteracy of the
population in this sphere of engineering. The people simply don’t know about the biomimicry re-
searches and don’t face them in real life, if they know, so the conservative citizens of Kazakhstan
do not accept their usage, because people do not realize the advantages of using the biomimicry-
based technologies. The second reason is the low investments of the government of Kazakhstan into
the healthcare and researches of the biomimicry. So, this finances that receive hospitals is not
enough to implement them in hospitals of Kazakhstan.
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Abstract. The informatization process is growing and spreading every day among the whole
of society, however not all governmental organizations implement technological advances in their
work. In this article, the informatization process was explored from both sides, through researching
methods (survey and interview) matters, in which using of informational technologies are possible
were concluded, and it was examined whether it is possible to avoid all the risk of the informatiza-
tion process and if there are any preventing methods. It was concluded that the informatization pro-
cess — is one of the significant steps of the progress of society, is an integral part of every organiza-
tion, which should be done to automatize the work and accelerate the whole work process. There
are several ways to diminish the number of risks, there are to allocate government funds for recruit-
ing high-qualified IT-specialist, which will responsible for management of systems and creating
secure programs.

Introduction

One of the causes of technological advancement is the informatization process, which spread-
ing is growing every day among the whole of society. The informatization process — is a policy
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focused on the growth of telecommunications infrastructure, through the adoption of information
and technology and integrating the distribution of information resources. There are a variety of def-
initions and explanations for that growing phenomenon, which proves the fact, that it is gaining
momentum today.

Furthermore, there is a pervasive concept called globalization process, which is indicated as
one of the sustainable development goals, which includes the partnership among all the countries
and involves of the significant spheres: finance, information and communication technologies, ca-
pacity-building, trade, systematic issues, data, monitoring, and accountability. To occur that goal,
every country should be accessible to the public, which can be attained through the informatization
process.

One of the essential reasons, why the topic for the research project is the following is that we
are living in the 21st century, the century of innovations and inventions, in turn, what leads to the
involvement of technological development in all the spheres of people’s life. Nowadays not all gov-
ernmental organizations implement technological advances in their work, but maybe in some cases,
it will increase the efficiency of work. So, I am interested to discover the opportunities and possible
risks of shifting working methods of governmental organizations.

Methods

In this research paper, research methods, such as secondary and primary were used to avoid
bias and to adhere to the neutrality side. The primary sources in that case interview and question-
naire were in use for obtaining precise results. Regarding the secondary sources, which helped to
receive background information related to the topic.

Firstly, the work with secondary sources was done and it was lies in the fact to find and ana-
lyze sources related to the topic, which describes the main features of the informatization process,
explaining the main opportunities and challenges of the transition to the informational systems. All
the resources were checked for credibility, especially the reputation, vest of interest and expertise
were emphasized.

Overall, the significant seven sources were chosen and evaluated and can be divided into three
main groups. There are sources of the PDF format, which usually have a professional character, like
exploratory works, scientific, and analytical papers, which are usually published by Ph.D. profes-
sors of different Universities or documents, summaries of conducted conferences, symposiums;
sources, which were published in academical journals, in this case, “International Journal of Engi-
neering & Technology” and “Science and Technology”; sources taken from educational networks,
like “Social Science Research Network” or “Academia.edu”.

Concerning the primary sources, interview and questionnaires were conducted. Both methods
were used to embrace a large audience, to consider all the possible answers, to delve into the topic.

Firstly, an interview is a qualitative research method, which was used to develop hypotheses
and to get a full explanation of the concept of the informatization process, its opportunities, and
challenges of a transition to electronic systems, to suggest some solutions. The advantage of inter-
viewing that it allows elaborating the answer fully, to interpret own opinion, however, it is a time-
consuming process and because of the lack of interviewer’s preparation, the mistakes during the
answering can be involved.

Five people had been interviewed to extend the possible range of answers and to take different
points of view into account, during the conclusion. Overall, there were seven questions: short-
answer questions and questions, which are thought-provoking, which need to give a personal opin-
ion and provide some explanation. Most of the questions were about the process of transition to
digital systems, why there are still not popular in Kazakhstan and some possible issues caused and
solutions for them, also the interviewers were asked about possible matters, in which electronic
systems can be involved.

Secondly, the questionnaire is a qualitative research method, which was used to get an over-
view of informatization concept knowledge and to embrace a large audience. The advantages of
organizing a questionnaire are that it easy to conduct and allows analyzing data straightforward,
whilst the responders cannot explain their points of view and there is a limited range of answers.
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In general, fifty-two people of one governmental organization had been answered for the
questionnaire to provide a review about the spreading of this phenomenon and to have a general
background of the organization’s opinion on this concept. The questionnaire consisted of eight mul-
tiple-choice questions about what each staff member thinks about the electronic systems, the signif-
icant possible risk of these systems and the most effective method to avoid it.

However, the existing limitations of research methods complicated the process of research
work. Concerning the secondary sources, it was time-consuming to explore and examine all the
sources related to the topic, because the concept of informatization is widespread in today's lives,
however, method of criteria for credibility simplified all the objectives. Regarding the primary
sources, it was complicated to organize it, and it takes a lot of time to analyze questions with a full
explanation answers, and to contribute all the answers from paper-based questionnaires.

Results

Considering, the primary sources the outcomes of the questionnaire and interviewees’ an-
swers were examined, which helped to analyze in the case of one governmental organization — mili-
tary police, if there is a need of involving informational systems.

Q2: What do you know about the informatization process? The biggest part of surveyed peo-
ple claims that the informatization process — is a method to automatize and to raise the efficiency of
the work process (Figure 2).

Q3: How do you think the informatization process will affect the workflow? Talking about
the influence of the informatization process, the staff members assume it will help to simplify and
facilitate the workflow. However, one part of people was found it difficult to answer (Figure 3).

Q4: Do you know that most of the countries have their own electronic, informational plat-
forms, including our country. Do you think they are effective? Slightly above the 50% percent re-
spond that informational systems have high efficiency and allow to every citizen to address the con-
cern to him/her questions to the government, whilst approximately 20% believe that electronic
systems are the violation of the sanctity, because of the spreading of private information (Figure 4).

Q5: Why do you think your organization has not switched to informational systems yet? The
major two reasons, like financial spending and the unpreparedness for such changes, were men-
tioned (Figure 5).

Q6: What works responsibilities do you think electronic platforms can be implemented in?
Considering that question, the most common answer was working with databases, however, just
above 25% of people found it difficult to answer. Also, introducing accounts is a possible answer
that was chosen by 23% of surveyed people (Figure 6).

Q7: How can the shortcomings of the informatization process be eradicated? In this question,
the opinions diverged. Personnel detected that to establish a registration form and provide every
member with a personal account will be an effective solution to prevent the disadvantages of these
systems, however, nearly 30% had not an answer. Also, to hire a new high-qualified specialist, who
will maintain the work of the system and to protect websites with certain paid certificates variants
were suggested (Figure 7).

Q8: How long do you think it will take to fully automatize the system of your organization?
Regarding the last question, most of the staff members assume that shifting from traditional systems
to informational will happen in this decade (Figure 8).

In general, 5 people have conducted the interview and have more than 10 years of work expe-
rience, unfortunately, most of the interviewees found it complicated to answer some of the ques-
tions, because they have not even worked with such systems.

Because of that, it can be detected that some of the answers weren't elaborated fully.

It is evident from the interview that one of the drawbacks of traditional systems, which still
interrupt the work process is paperwork, that is why they believe that the informatization process
will accelerate the work process and automatize it.

It was a question about introducing the informatization process in governmental organizations
and most of the interviewees mentioned the allocation of financial resources, to purchase different

technologies from other countries or organizing it through governmental authorities and IT-
professionals.

Five of the interviewees suggested different variants, in which digital systems can be involved
regarding their department, they are case management, some calculations, and analyses, operational
investigative activities, inquiry, and search, daily accounting of information, personnel recording.

Considering the implementation of electronic systems, the reason why it is still not involved
in the work process is financial spending - a need of organizing the system, its responsibilities and
security rules, purchase of technology and the requirement for specialists.

Furthermore, in the question regarding the possible solutions to minimize the risk of transition
from the traditional system to electronic, the opinions were controversial. One offered to control all
through governmental authorities, others suggested to establish protective programs.

Also, it was recommended to identify professionals in IT-sphere through several question-
naires, who will improve that system.

In conclusion, the informatization process is a significant method to accelerate the whole
work process and to avoid current issues, as paperwork. However, they are still not implemented in
the work of governmental organizations, because the staff members are not prepared for these
changes, also, it is insufficient funding and a dearth of specialists. Although governmental organiza-
tions are security services, there are possible matters and duties, in which electronic systems can be
involved, such as analyzes, calculations, and accounting.

Also, the number of solutions was recommended, they are control of governmental authori-
ties, increase the number of specialists, which will work for enhancing the digital systems, increase
privacy and limit availability.

Discussion

Overall, the informatization process — is one of the significant steps of the progress of society,
is an integral part of every organization, which should be done to automatize the work and acceler-
ate the whole work process.

The main goal of the research project was to examine the spectrum of opportunities and risk
of the transition from traditional systems to electronic ones, so concluding everything, there are a
variety of benefits of using informational systems: automatization of work, increased velocity of the
work processes, convenient, simplicity, availability to everyone citizen, which will strengthen the
globalization process, the possibility to be anywhere in anytime, but to be always informed, etc.
Whilst the main risks of the shifting informational systems are hacker attacks, which can lead to the
information loss or spreading of privacy, high financial costs for the establishment and management
of the digital systems.

The lack of informational systems in governmental organizations is connected with that there
is no financial help to purchase modern technologies and devices, in which it can be implemented.

Also, there is a concept, that the informational systems are not safe, so there is a need to take
risks, especially for organizations, where is most of the work is confidential. Despite that fact, in
some matters these electronic systems can be implemented, there are different calculations, analyz-
es, case management, operational investigative activities, inquiry and search, daily accounting of
information and personnel recording.

However, there are several ways to diminish the number of risks, there are to allocate gov-
ernment funds for recruiting high-qualified I1T-specialist, which will responsible for management of
the system, for creating a secure programs, which will limit an access for non-governmental organi-
zations’ workers, to implement the registration forms and provide each staff member with a definite
account.

Predictions, which were made from the primary sources, in case from the conducted question-
naires and interviews were the following: the informatization process — is a needed part of integra-
tion of the society, but it will take a definite period of time to completely change the traditional
systems to electronic ones, because community is still not ready for these reforms and it will be
time-consuming to equip each organization with all the needed technologies and devices, to learn a

real proven IT-specialists, who will set up all the needed programs and its work, which will provide
the privacy for the information and automatization of the work.
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Currently, Russia is on the way to becoming a civil, socially developed society. According to
the Constitution of the Russian Federation, Russia is a social state, and in Russia the highest value
is declared to be the person, his rights and freedoms. The state assumes the responsibility of social
protection of all citizens. One of the most important socio-political tasks of modern development in
Russia is the creation of a legal state, strengthening the democratic foundations of state and public
life in the conditions of transition from one socio-political and economic system to another.

This transition involves overcoming a number of objective and subjective difficulties. Among
them, one of the most significant is the insufficient legal culture of the Russian population, which
was inherited from the period of the country's history when law and, accordingly, legal culture were
not among the leading social values. Legal nihilism and cynicism developed, and people's social
and political passivity was widespread. Difficulties in implementing the transition to democracy and
a market economy have worsened the negative attitudes of a certain part of the population towards
the exercise of constitutional rights and duties.

All this testifies to the relevance of purposeful formation of legal consciousness of citizens of
the Russian Federation and, first of all, the younger generation. There is no need to prove that the
latter poses special challenges in the field of education of children and youth, and education of the
population as a whole. The Central question should be put not only the expansion and deepening of
the legal knowledge of students and the public, but first and foremost, the cultivation of legal be-
havior, developing a solid legal tradition, overcoming legal nihilism.

Object of research: legal culture as a socio-political phenomenon.

Subject of research: the legal culture of the students.

Purpose: to analyze the results of research of students ' legal culture

Legal culture is a part of the General culture of a society or an individual. Legal culture is
closely related to political, moral, spiritual and other types of culture. And first of all, of course,
with the usual, behavioral, associated with the upbringing of a person, his adaptation to order, disci-
pline, organization, respect for the laws of the country. A person who is not legally prepared can
hardly be called cultured. Legal culture is the most important element of the legal system of society,
an indispensable condition for the normal functioning of the state [2].

Legal culture reflects not only human activity directly in the legal sphere, related in one way
or another to the application of legal knowledge. The latter are in demand today, but also beyond its
borders, by many Sciences, disciplines and specialties of both humanitarian and non-humanitarian
profile[5]. This knowledge is necessary in almost all areas where laws and legal norms apply. It is
no accident that almost all higher education institutions in the country include General education
and legal training, because any profession, any type of activity needs it.

We conducted an author's study of the legal culture of students. Let's analyze the results.

69.1% of respondents emphasize the relevance of legal education of young people. At the
same time, another 27.9% of respondents say that such education of young people is more im-
portant than not. It is important to note that the answer "not important" or "rather not important"
was not chosen by any Respondent. Therefore, the study is relevant.

Next, we decided to understand the conceptual apparatus. Students were asked to choose the
concepts that most accurately define the term "law". It was found that the majority of students
(60.03%) chose the concept of "justice". Another 55.9% chose the concept of "norm of behavior".
Among the less popular terms, students named "order" (47.1%)," security "(45.6%)," opportunity
"(39.7%) and" impunity " (5.9%).
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If we talk about whether students know their rights, it should be noted that the majority of re-
spondents, namely, 51.5% claim that they know their rights well. However, not many less (45.6%)
do not know their rights.

We also found out why students need legal knowledge. The majority of students (61.8%) ac-
quire legal knowledge in order to be sure of their rights in all spheres of society. Another 47.1% of
respondents contribute to compliance with the law by knowing the legal framework.

It is also interesting that 76.5% of respondents found themselves in situations where they had
to feel a lack of legal knowledge and they experienced some kind of discomfort from this.

In conclusion, the respondents are most interested in the social and labor rights of young peo-
ple. 55.4% of respondents want to improve their knowledge in this area.

Thus, we can conclude that the legal culture of students in our country as a whole is at an av-
erage and below average level. At the same time, young people feel uncomfortable about this and
want to develop their legal culture.

From research the tendency for passive participation in club's life was no-
ticed and the reasons as priority to get passport and not enough motivated for projects influence it.
To increase club's activity should be taken the following steps like develop team spirit and organize
meetings with representatives of UNESCO clubs.

Introduction.

School clubs are gaining popularity as they help to develop in different directions. NIS Ak-
tobe is not the exception and their UNESCO club was established at the February of 2019 year,
which positioning itself as regional club and promote UNESCO’s ideas in specific area.

From clubs report we could find that in 12 months with 136 participants they have been con-
ducted 9 projects in five directions: education, ecology, art, charity and culture. MUN conferences
are belong to educational project and the number of organized conferences reached 3. Trash tag
challenge and Clean Hill both ecological projects, where club members cleaned rural areas from
garbage and encouraged people to become more eco-friendly. Instagram page is necessary to share
with reports of projects in order to promote the work of the NIS Aktobe UNESCO club. Debates
and educational platform “Study Buddy” are educational projects, which are aimed at increasing the
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level of knowledge. However, these projects have since ceased to function projects, whereas for
holding charity action “Second life of clothes” had made a commitment another NIS Aktobe volun-
teering club. Also, there is no projects arranged in two more directions as culture and art.

In fact, at president votes were suggested and planned a lot of projects by candidates, but the
above examples prove decreasing tendency of activity of UNESCO club Aktobe. Such propensity is
noticed by most of the school clubs. NIS Aktobe UNESCO club is acting one year and this period
of club's existence will decide its following years activity and destiny. However, nowadays from
137 members only about 40 people are participating in projects and run all projects.

Also, the main importance of this club is to spread UNESCO’s missions and in order to
achieve all goals submitted in front of us we should conduct projects. Also, there is a significant
importance of such clubs in achieving sustainable development goals and creating a such society
respectively.

This project will help in solving this problem by examine possible reasons and suggesting
several solutions, which will be implemented in NIS Aktobe UNESCO club or even in any other
school club to increase activity.

Methods.

To conduct the research next methods were used: an interview, a survey, analysis of the
school UNESCO club report and searching in the internet. The collected data referred to primary
and secondary sources, that is why there were precision and accuracy increased. Moreover, methods
could be divided for two categories as quantitative and qualitive methods. It provided quality results
and avoiding generalisation.

At the beginning to understand the present situation was used method of analysing of the
school UNESCO club report, which was primary source and gathered information gave us overview
for problem. Further questions for interview and survey will be based on it.

UNESCO clubs are most spread worldwide club therefore there was a range of web sites,
which were checked for credibility. The best choice to get general information is official web site
United Nations Educational, Scientific and cultural Organization because it was written by
UNESCO itself and gives reliable information that is why the research based a lot on data from this
source. Another reason to choose this website was absence of vested interest owing to they will not
give any gain from that as an international organization. Another website that will be useful in re-
search is Kazakhstan National Federation of UNESCO clubs, where placed relevant information
about events and clubs located in territory Kazakhstan. The risk is neutrality due to it predisposed to
support a particular view for reasons of saving reputation.

It was equally important to find information about how to run the school clubs effectively. A
lot of data shared on this topic, however study posted by EBSCOHost relate to the most reliable
source due to it was shared in World journal of education by Ikram Cinar, who was studying in
Department of Educational Sciences at Kafkas University, Turkey. The over reliable sources were
Mindtools and IONOS by 1&1. There were described two methods of increasing efficiency by
which you could activate productivity, like, rule of 80/20, which is popular as Pareto’s principle and
Eisenhower’s urgent consequently. Nevertheless, drawback was the ability to see because where is
only theory and in practice it could lead to different result and in order to avoid it will be necessary
to stock for exact instructions and tips.

Second qualitative method used in this research to achieve aim was interview. Interview had
been taken from 5 people, who knew NIS Aktobe UNESCO club from the beginning and had data
about projects in order to avoid vested interests to show that they work well and save their reputa-
tion. All collected data refer to a primary source. First interviewee was ex-president of the NIS Ak-
tobe UNESCO club, because he ran the club and could get overview of members activity, therefore
it will be useful in comparing with the current situation. He answered 14 questions and they contain
information not only about past situation, but also assumptions for future. Second interviewer was
ex-press secretary, owing to the fact that it was one of the founders of the NIS Aktobe UNESCO
Club and answered same questions. Third interviewers were current leaders, they now organize all
projects and from them depends future of clubs' life. They had been asked questions about the pre-
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sent situation and undoubtedly about future predictions. Fourth interviewee is the press secretary of
the club, who responsible for communication with KazFUCA and obviously help to drive all pro-
jects.

The next method was questionnaire among the NIS Aktobe UNESCO Club students. It was
sent in group chat of the NIS Aktobe UNESCO club members because it is the main way of interac-
tion according to the presidents and contained 9 questions. They were asked in order to get their
perspective for the clubs' life and in order to have honest answers, it was taking anonymous to make
them felt confident. However, as it was expected I did not get 140 answers due to clubs' inactivity.
To solve this problem survey was received to the NIS Aktobe UNESCO clubs mail.

Results.

Having into account all the replies, approximately 92% of NIS Aktobe UNESCO club mem-
bers want to make the community better where they live and study, also get some new experience
because it will be needed in applying for universities.

However, 33% are not included in any directions and percent of those who have not partici-
pated anywhere 36 from all interviewees. Charity is joined by 11 active members, nevertheless the
number of people attended in one of their projects “Second of life of clothes™ account for 9 people.
Moreover, charity was highlighted like active during throughout the club’s work by two current
presidents, ex- president and ex-press-secretary. Art direction was selected by 9 people which rep-
resented 23,1% but they have not been arranged any projects yet. That is why, it was used to be
passive but now are planned to run several projects in this direction by presidents. The same per-
centage of participants have ecology, despite that they had undertaken large-scale projects with
involving other institutions. For instance, “CleanHill” and “Trashtag chellenge” with the partici-
pants amount 8 and 12 consequently. Education have activity rate similar for ecology, more other it
was mentioned as the most active by ex-press-secretary, nevertheless this section was mentioned as
passive from the perspective of current presidents. For example, previous president organised 3
MUN conferences, debates and “Study Budy” learning system, while now none of them are operat-
ing. Culture have less participants and we could not appreciate its activity due to the fact that no
projects have just been conducted in this section over one-year time period.

Most problems are noticed in attending meetings. According to the statics gathered from sur-
vey, only 23,1% visit them always or often, while other 20,4% either did not visit them at all and
56,4% attend rarely or partly at meetings. The main reason for entering noted by interviewees were
getting official document as passport and ID number, which will help them to apply for university
and get tick in extracurricular activities, similar ideas were provided by about 2 other respondents
through the survey. That is why, members have been answering that they don’t have enough time to
present at meetings and have the high workload because they have been ranged their priorities and
positioned a lessons above everything. It is worth pointing out that the current projects were not
interesting for 18.4% of the NIS Aktobe UNESCO club members and WhatsApp chat, which was
recognized by all presidents and press secretaries as the main workplace, but at answers for survey
at least two people mentioned that there no meeting notifications were sent.

Survey forecasts that renew participation for next year were ready half of the active members,
others find difficult to answer and remarkably only 12,8% were going to leave the club. Despite the
predictions of press-secretaries that had believed of the gradually decreasing number of participants.
Presidents had been convinced that they would continue participation at a minimum in order to save
their passports.

At the end of the survey focus group was asked to choose or write methods to increase effi-
ciency of the club. Mostly they voted for conducting training for rallying club members, after went
“awarding the most active participants of the club” and the last one was “meet with successful peo-
ple working in this area”. Additional ideas were to put only achievable goals, drive projects without
division into separate groups and not starting several projects at once. Press-secretary recommend
not to remove anyone from the group due to all of them have can be inspired in any time. The op-
posed answer was giving ex-president and wanted to change the system. Firstly, imply removing
passive members. Secondly, expressed support to took out dividing into directions and for imple-
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mentation awarding system. Ex-press secretary saw removing participants unfair in spite of permis-
sion of KazFUCA for this action but claims that clubs work depends from leader.

Discussion.

Some conclusions can be drawn from the work carried out and they could be divided in three parts
by three aim questions.

What is driving people in entering to the NIS Aktobe UNESCO club?

Members understand the importance of helping for the society and some people are strive to-
ward to achieve it. However, they do not prioritize clubs activity by the comparison with school
lessons. While, activity rate of others prove that they want to have only badges, passports with offi-
cial NIS Aktobe clubs ID in order to use it in the university application forms as extracurricular
activities, nevertheless they are empty because most of them even did not participated in any pro-
ject.

Why do members participate passively in the club's life?

There are several reasons of this tendency. First, everything starts from their goals as already
have been mentioned for them were more priority to get passport and further participating was in
the background. Secondly, they miss meetings, where they should plan projects and respectively,
they were not interested in participation on ongoing projects. Thirdly, they are not enough motivat-
ed, because of lessons and high workload they went unheeded about UNESCO club.

What changes should be done to increase activity of the club’s members?

To increase club's activity should be taken the following steps. At the beginning to interest
members participate in club's life they should be installed awarding most of the active members. An
alternative way would be inviting persons, whom this experience really helped, and they could
share with their success. Moreover, to stay motivated for the long time period they should come
together to further work as a team.

In this case two principles for productivity could be used. Firstly, create a project plan by Ei-
senhower’s urgent, where all projects will be divided in four sections, which will help to finish until
deadline. Next, on Paretos principle could be based organization of projects, so 80 per cent of the
outcome can be achieved by using each member for 20 per cent. If everyone makes a little effort,
we will obviously prevent passivity.

One of the solutions would be creating a web site, there we can place all notifications and fu-
ture projects, so everyone will be stayed informed. Also, there can be placed rating of the members
by their activity and reports of done projects, which will be inspire not only members of NIS Ak-
tobe UNESCO club but also promote the work all around our community. While rating will be used
in monthly awarding active participants.
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The main task of journalism is to provide information. However, the specialists of the sphere
hold different opinions on the way, in which order it is better to provide information. Some special-
ists believe that information about some events should be prepared in accordance with a certain
genre, while others believe that information should not be put into such genre "frames". Some even
believe that there is no need for genres of journalism at present. They explain this by the fact that
there is now a surplus of information and the need for it is growing. That is, at present the main
question is not how to convey information, but to convey it quickly, among the first.

Many journalists believe that, in general, it is not necessary to know anything about genres
when preparing journalistic material. The main reason for this is that they find it difficult to clearly
distinguish genres from each other. So, why do we need genres, will they remain only in theory
now?

It is known from history that journalistic genres have emerged gradually, in different periods.
In particular, the genre of feuilleton appeared in the XVIII century, the history of the emergence of
essays refers to the XVI-XVII centuries. Later they were divided into a number of groups. Although
at the beginning their number was large, nowadays only certain types of genres are used in practice.
For example, materials prepared in the reportage genre, we often meet in television journalism. And
in press and radio, such journalistic works are rare. The most common genre - information (or, ac-
cording to some theories, news) can be often found in all types of media. Of course, in each country
all types of media have separate sections or headings "news" or "latest news", "habarlar". The main
reason for the spread of the news genre is its small volume, lack of analytical and artistic details. It
does not take a lot of time for the masses to read, see or hear them.

The genre determines the direction of the journalist's work. At the same time, the essence of
the given thought becomes even more vivid. In this way, the journalist tries to find his own way. In
particular, prominent figures of Uzbek publicism, such as Abdullah Kahhor and Abdullah Kodiriy,
have created a number of works in the genre of feuilleton to raise important issues in the life of the
society, problems to be solved and attract public attention to them. At one time, A.Kahhor's sharp
language and satire were highly recognized. A.Kodiriy received the title of "king of feuilleton". At
the same time, it was of great importance that the publicists clearly indicated their direction. Using
all the possibilities of the genre, they brought their point of view to the audience.

The journalist chooses a genre based on his or her goal, because the same event can be de-
scribed in different ways and by examples. Needed and properly selected genre helps to quickly and
easily achieve the goal. In particular, in order to cover a mass event or holiday in a certain country,
mainly use the genre of reporting. In this way you can bring the event to asurprise in real time. At
the same time, a special place on television is occupied by a journalist's stand-up from the place of
the event. Davr" news program aired by "Yoshlar" TV and radio company of Uzbekistan shows
reports on the celebration of 575th anniversary of the birth of great poet Alisher Navoi in our coun-

try.
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Each genre has its own task and scope. The essence of news, reportage and interview is to
promptly deliver information to the public. And entering the essence of events and incidents, reflec-
tion of their inner layers is the task of correspondence, review, review, article. The genres of a story,
essay, essay serve to cover and analyze life through artistic means. The genres can be called "regu-
lators". In a certain issue of a newspaper or program, reading only interviews or news can bore the
reader or viewer. Genres provide a variety of materials, programmes, productions in a single news-
paper, magazine, television or radio channel. In particular, programs of information direction
broadcasted on the Russian TV channels "Vremya" and "Vesti" are not limited to the transmission
of information only. In these programs one can observe almost all genres of information - reports,
interviews, information correspondence and other stories.

In Uzbekistan, the distribution of genres and their application can be seen especially in printed
publications. Let us consider this by the example of the newspaper "Hurriyat". In each issue, the
newspaper publishes materials in different genres. For example, the section "Dangal suhbat" ("Open
Talk") publishes conversations on different topics with famous literary critics, poets and writers.
Under the heading "Mutolaa". ("Reading") reviews of new books published in Uzbekistan are pub-
lished. On the front pages of the newspaper there are materials in the information genre. Art and
publicist genres are published on the last pages. Essays are often found in this newspaper. In other
publications, for example, in the newspaper "Halk Suzi" materials are printed mainly in the infor-
mation genre. Here you can see a note, a report and an interview. Of course, topical issues and im-
portant events are covered with the help of analytical genres.

Cases and events are covered in various ways according to their significance, the accumulated
information. This serves to enrich the program and keep the audience's attention. Providing only
one type of story (e.g., news) in such news programs can lead to the viewer's poor perception of the
information, and even a misunderstanding of the essence of most information. Therefore, one
should not forget the importance of genres in ensuring diversity. In conclusion, every journalist
should have a good knowledge of genres. Because they are designed to be applied in a certain situa-
tion. Therefore, they cannot be used in a mixed way. For example, in the material being prepared
for an interview, it is not advisable for a journalist to ask unnecessary questions so as not to turn it
into a conversation. Because both of these genres are very different from each other. The purpose of
creating materials in these genres and the cases of their application are also different.

If you pay attention, it may seem that the characteristic genres of different groups change
from small to large. For example, when it comes to the information publicist, it is first of all about
the news. If a case or event requires more extensive and detailed coverage, a report is formed on its
own. Details of large meetings, sessions or public events and celebrations are reflected in the re-
ports. It should be noted that although the number of genres is decreasing every year, it cannot be
said that there are no genres left at all. Because genres are important and always necessary for use.

In general, no matter what genre it refers to or what volume it is, a journalistic or publicist
work should serve the interests of people, the people and the population. Each piece should have a
clear purpose, be prepared with a justification of the words spoken and an explanation of the topic.
Here, of course, the choice of the genre suitable for the past event is of great importance. If the gen-
re is chosen correctly, the goal will become even more clear and bright. Because the correct trans-
mission of information is the basis for its correct perception and makes it easier to understand.
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Abstract. This article reviews perspectives of economic growth of Kazakhstan in terms of
transports infrastructure development due to Chinese global projects, specifically as Western China-
Western Europe. Using the statistical data of Ministry of transport and infrastructural development
of Kazakhstan, analysis of geographic features of region this study represents perspectives of in-
creased prospects of interaction with global economy through global ocean and compares this inter-
national project to Kazakhstan’s national project aimed for transporting system development. The
results indicate that transport facilities are a key factor for countries as Kazakhstan.
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Introduction:

Transportation infrastructure, as a complex network, connects cities and accommodates hu-
man activities coupling the social, economic and environmental systems with the urbanization and
population growth. In modern globalized economy, it is one of basic conditions for the sustainable
economic growth. Historically people tend to increase the interaction and contacts between com-
munities in different geographic locations. The development of transporting function of infrastruc-
ture tends to be the main factor of growth of other parameters of territory.

Firstly, developed transports sector provides cheaper logistics for private businesses in the
country. According to WEF Competitiveness Report (2019, p.331) Kazakhstan places 69" place in
a rating of infrastructure quality and ranked 93" and 99" at Quality of road infrastructure and Effi-
ciency of seaport services respectively. Low results in this rating that is quite unsatisfactory for the
country that is in the strategic region connecting Europe and Asia, North and South. The problem of
seaport services of Kazakhstan is channel is essential. According to a ministry of transport of Rus-
sia, in 2007 through Volga-Don channel was transported 8 million tons of products, 4 million tons
was oil products.

Another serious positive side of transports development is increased safety at roads. More
than 30 thousand people are seriously injured in last year.

Mortality in road accidents in Kazakhstan is 24.2 cases per 100 thousand people. (WHO,
2019)

Secondly, transporting system gives opportunities to increase the degree of international co-
operation. China is seeking for new contacts in order to decrease the expenses on transporting prod-
ucts for European markets. Some initiatives of Peoples’ Chinese Republic as Western Europe-
Western China, One road- One belt are already in the process and according to claims of politicians
from Kazakhstan and Russia are almost ready for transporting products through their railroads. In
Kazakhstan, infrastructure for the silk road project is already under construction in the country:
more than 1300 km of roads have been built, completed construction of the Zhetygen- Khorgos
railway, a railway crossing was commissioned Altynkol- Khorgos on the border with China with a
throughput of up to 20 million tons per year. The issue in cooperation is international status of in-
frastructural projects, and even the shortest way what is supposed to cross Lianyungang-Urumchi-
Nur-Sultan-Kurgan (trans-Siberian railroad)-Minsk-European Union will cross at least 10 states in
Eurasia. Kazakhstan is ready to confirm a fee free trade, but Eurasian association of economic co-
operation, which is leaded by Russia is not defined its policy clearly.
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Kazakhstan is already developed own plan- Nurly Zhol, which is the state program for the de-
velopment of Kazakhstan, officially introduced in November 2014. The five years during which this
state program is being implemented have demonstrated its success and role in the economic well-
being of Kazakhstan.

Peoples’ Chinese Republic president, Xi Jinping (July 2, 2014) states the positive sides as of
this project like Strengthening policy communication, such as taking forward regional cooperation.

To conduct this research questions were asked:

e What are problems of a transport sector in Kazakhstan?

¢ How national projects can change a current situation in transports?

e Why is it important to develop a transporting in Kazakhstan?

Methods:

Background information was included in order to collect general information about the eco-
nomic effects of transports development and political context of Chinese international projects. The
outcomes of transports the infrastructure improvement were obvious. To prevent inaccuracies in
research only reliable and authoritative sources were used. For instance, “China’s ‘New Silk
Roads’: sub-national regions and networks of global political economy” by Tim Summers, is credi-
ble according to RAVEN strategy

In order to conduct primary research for a project work interview was chosen. It was conduct-
ed in order to collect reliable opinions about the perspectives of foreign countries participation in a
transport sector of an economy. This method was chosen because it gives an opportunity to collect
specific and reliable data from respondents. Interviews are thus useful for gaining insight and con-
text into a topic.

Using secondary sources, the list of 5 questions was created to conduct an interview in order
to collect the main information from respondents. As respondents were chosen experts, especially in
management, economics, engineering.

The conversation was recorded by interviewee’s approving and they signed the agreement
(appendix #1)

As the 1% respondent expert of economics Baybatyrova Altynshash Baltabayevna, who is
been teaching economics in NIS Aktobe for 4 years. As the representative of economists in my re-
search, she claimed some useful ideas. As a 2™ respondent I had another expert of economics,
Eleuov Askhat Sakenuly, who holds senior bank duties in Aktobe. 3™ respondent was Mirmanov
Berik Alpamysuly. He was working as an economist of engineering in such projects as Aktobe rail
and beam factory construction.

Results:

Research from an internet gave enough information relevant to topic, that is already was used
in a context section in order to describe general situation. For instance, statistics of transports sector
was found, what allowed to identify major problems of transports in Kazakhstan and destinations of
global trade in order to evaluate the perspectives. Internet research showed that there are enough
barriers to develop transports in Kazakhstan.

Results of interviews were useful in formulating general sides of the problem. Overall, all re-
spondents are of the opinion that transport infrastructure takes one of the most important roles of
economic development. They mentioned such positive sides as dues for transporting through Ka-
zakhstan, development of private sector of economy, development of connected services (electrici-
ty, expendable materials, fuels). 2" interviewee also mentioned that any state is integrated to global
economy and prices of products transported to far regions will increase. In Kazakhstan, there is not
enough transport hubs, so that products could be transported easily across the country and reduce
prices of final goods for consumers. It is especially important to smaller and medium businesses.

Interviewees in most cases confirmed that transports in Kazakhstan is weakly developed,
however 2 respondents also added that a situation is different in other regions and that roads of re-
publican significance are managed specially and controlled more carefully.

From problems, they have mentioned unsatisfactory quality of raw materials, execution of
plans on a local level. Special place from problems takes place low density of a population in Ka-
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zakhstan: there is some big cities, which are connected weakly. Another major problem is access to
world ocean. Sea transport is a cheapest one in big volumes of transportation, for an example of
crude oil. Transportation through river channels to seaports of other countries will not be available
in all times.

All respondents know about infrastructure plans in Kazakhstan, especially about “Nurly
Zhol”, mentioning the significance of planned, gradual development is the most suitable for Ka-
zakhstan. Such ideas as creation of an efficient transport and logistics infrastructure based on hubs
in major cities in all geographic regions. They have mentioned such achievements as increased rate
of GDP growth, higher effectiveness in building sector, especially in western regions (Aktobe,
Atyrau).

As the perspectives of development of a transport sector presented ideas like attraction of in-
vestments, starting production of railway carriages completely on a domestic base. Mentioned the
perspectives of re-construction of a railroad net through northern Kazakhstan, connecting Urumchi
and Russia. 1300 of 7000 kilometers and planning expand a Nur-Sultan railroad station.

Respondents hold the opinion that foreign investments in transport can are be extremely use-
ful in improvement of transports system. They referred to such benefits of this as exchange of expe-
rience and development of high-technological transport types(high-velocity railroads, by the exam-
ple of Chinese network crossing all country with total length more than 16,000 km), starting to use
air transport for transporting systematically.

Overall, the analysis of interviews showed that the respondents have almost the same ideas
and hold the same opinion on the problem of foreign investments.

Conclusion:

According to each of the research question it is possible to make the following conclusions:

e What are problems of a transport sector in Kazakhstan?

First problem of transports in Kazakhstan is geography. Kazakhstan has no access for world
ocean, what would give cheaper delivery and extra perspectives in international trade.

Another major drawback is low density of population. With only 6 people per km2, what is
extremely hard problem for Kazakhstan’s government, because it can be solved using systems of
transport hubs across all country, what will decrease time for delivery of products.

e How national projects can change a current situation transports sphere?

National projects, like “Nurly Zhol” or a roadmap of business, can give for private sector sus-
tainable, highly developed transport to decrease expenses for delivery.

Projects can improve a situation in a social sector of Kazakhstan: it is estimated that if “Nurly
Zhol” will be implemented in full scale, 500 thousand temporary and about 40 thousand constant
workplaces of Kazakhstan’s citizens will be organized

e Why is it important to develop a transporting infrastructure in Kazakhstan?

Firstly, the worse transport connection the higher will be prices, because a distance travelled
by products in higher, because improved transport inside a country can be useful for a private sector
of economy.

Secondly, improved transport will increase carrying a capacity of passengers and products of
whole infrastructure. It is obvious that the flow of passengers and products only increases.

Considering all points higher, the answer for the main research question can be formulated as:
the economic effects of Western China-Western Europe road are obvious and significant. I believe
that in few years Kazakhstan will be able to transport own products with high effectiveness and
transit products through its territory to make impact to unification of world economy.
