Abstract. The relevance of this topic is due to the fact that the measure of restraint in the
form of detention is the most severe of all those provided for by the Criminal Procedure Code of the
Republic of Belarus. This type of preventive measure is applied not only to adults, but also to mi-
nors. Every year in modern society, both criminal attacks against minors and the commission of
crimes by them are increasing. Thus, according to judicial statistics, in 2022, 927 minors were con-
victed of various crimes, which is 6.1% more than in 2021, in which 874 minors were convicted.

This can
increase their engagement in language learning and improve their language skills in the long run.

How teachers can incorporate music into English language learning programs:

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The history of the territory of the modern Belgorod region has more than one thousand years.
Human settlements appear here already in the period known to scientists as the "Stone Age". The
city of Belgorod, which first became a provincial (1727) and then a regional (1954) center, was
founded at the end of the XVI century. Local historians, as well as researchers from different parts
of our country, played a significant role in studying the history of the Belgorod region. One of these
researchers was the archaeologist A.G. Dyachenko.

Alexander Grigoryevich Dyachenko is an archaeologist from Belgorod and Kharkov, who
conducted research on the territory of two regions in the last quarter of the XX century. — the begin-
ning of the XXI century. Under his leadership, a large number of archeological monuments were
examined, excavations were carried out on some of them. He explored the ancient Russian fortress-
es near the ss. Khotmyzhsk and Krapivnoye, examined the fortified lines of the XVII century. —
Belgorod and Izyum defensive lines, studied the cultural layer of the city of Belgorod. Alexander
Grigoryevich took part in the creation of the “Code of Archacological Monuments of the Belgorod
Region” and the compilation of an archaeological map of the Belgorod Region.

For A.G. Dyachenko, the first large ancient Russian settlement in the Belgorod region, where
stationary archaeological work was carried out, was Khotmyzhskoe.

Modern Khotmyzhsk is a village located in the Borisovsky district in the west of the modern
Belgorod region at the confluence of the Rogoznaya and Vorskla rivers. But a few centuries ago it
was the ancient Russian city of Khotmysl, known from the "List of Russian cities far and near"
(1375-1381) and located at the southern outskirts of modern Khotmyzhsk on a high cape on the
right bank of the river. Vorskla [3, p. 188]. As Alexander Grigorievich notes, “During this period,
Hotmysl was the center of the feudal development of the upper reaches of the Vorskla, as well as a
powerful fortress on the southeastern border of Rus' [8, p. 82].”

The work of the Slavic-Russian archaeological expedition of KhGIK and BSPI under the
leadership of A.G. Dyachenko on the archaeological study of the settlement began in 1983 and was
continued in 1990-1992. In the course of the study, part of the citadel (877 m?) was studied and 216
m? were uncovered in the roundabout town. The finds found during the research made it possible to
trace the history of the development of the monument. Thus, the lower layer, judging by the finds,
dates back to the XVIII-XV centuries. BC e., which allowed Alexander Grigorievich to conclude
that there was an unfortified settlement here in the Bronze Age [4, p. 4]. In the upper strata, layers
of the Romny (IX-XI centuries), and Old Russian (XI1-XI11 centuries) cultures, as well as the medi-
eval (XIV-XV centuries) and the layer dating from the New Age (XVI1-XX centuries) can be traced.
The finds of mass material (ceramics, nails, etc.) and traced on citadel ditches related to the recon-
struction of the Khotmyzhsk fortress in 1640, 1650, and 1678, which was part of the Belgorod de-
fensive line, point to the cultural layer of the New Age. In 2012 and 2018 A.A. Bozhko and T.M.
Aliyev carried out work on drawing up a plan of the fortress, photographed and took the coordinates
of the boundaries of the turning points of the archaeological heritage site.

One of the periods in the history of Hotmyzhsk was its formation as a fortress in the chain of
defensive structures in the "Polish ukraine™ of the Russian kingdom in the XVII century. In Russian
historiography, this defensive line was called the Belgorod Line. As V.P. Zagorovsky explains:
“The Belgorod line is a fortified line in the south of the Russian state, on the invasion routes of the
Crimean and Nogai Tatars. Created in the middle of the XVII century, it included fortress cities,
various engineering structures made of earth and wood, as well as natural obstacles for the Tatar
cavalry: forests, rivers, swamps.

The Belgorod line passed from the river. Vorskla — a tributary of the Dnieper, where until
1654 the border of the Russian state with Poland was located, to the river. Chelnova — a tributary of
the Tsna, on the territory of five modern regions: Sumy, Belgorod, VVoronezh, Lipetsk and Tambov
[9, p. 3].

As part of the preparation of the "Code of Archaeological Monuments of the Belgorod Re-
gion" by the expedition, which included A.G. Dyachenko, I.T. Shatokhin, V.M. Ryapolov, archaeo-
logical reconnaissance was carried out on 12 defensive sites of the Line: Volnovsky (Ukraine),
Khotmyzhsky, Karpovsky, Bolkhovetsky, Belgorodsky, Nezhegolsky, Korochansky, Yablonovsky,
Novooskolsky, Verkhososensky, Userdsky and, partially, Olshansky (all — the Russian Federation).
The total length of the surveyed sections was 415 km. Remains of fortifications were found on 7 out
of 11 built in the 17th century. fortified cities. Also, 21160.8 m of linear fortifications (a rampart
and a ditch) were recorded. In addition, 4 redoubts, 3 earthen foundations of wooden towers, 3 ca-
ponier-type fortifications, 2 bastion-type fortifications, 2 flushes, 3 rondels, 2 exits in the field pro-
tected by ramparts, 1 quadrangular earthen town, 1 redan-type ledge, 1 cannon rumble were found
[10, p. 35]. As a result of the work carried out, the safety of the fortifications was assessed and the
issue of conservation of the remains of defensive structures and acceptance under the protection of
the state. After the work carried out from 1990 to 1993, there has been an increase in attention to
the Belgorod line both among historians and local historians, and among professional archaeologists.
So, in the first two decades of the XXI century. on the territory of the Belgorod, VVoronezh, Lipetsk
and Tambov regions, several times more archaeological work was carried out on the monuments
related to the Line than in the XX century.

During the 1993-94 field season. as part of the preparation of the "Code ...", the Slavic-
Russian archaeological expedition for the first time examined one of the defensive sections of the
Izyum line (a defensive line erected at the last stage of the Russian-Turkish war (1673-1681) on the
territory of modern Kharkov (Ukraine) and Belgorod (RF) regions), called "Polatovsky shaft",
which was divided by Alexander Grigorievich into three sections: Malo-Bykovsky, Kotlyarovsky,
Livensky.

In the process of work, 27,085 m were explored, of which 15,100 m (55.7%) are linear fortifi-
cations. In addition to the rampart and the ditch, counterscarps, the base of the tower, cannon rum-
ble, “teeth” (protrusions of the rampart towards the enemy), flushes were revealed. The researcher notes
that only the rampart and ditch, “teeth”, towers appear in written sources. Also, A.G. Dyachenko
concludes that Russian engineers skillfully used the terrain.

The village of Krapivnoye arose during the development of the territory of the "Field" by the
Russian kingdom in the late XVI — early XVII centuries, when the construction of fortress cities
began, which formed the basis of the Belgorod line. But this place was a success even before the
indicated events. This fact can be confirmed by the remains of the fortifications that belonged to the
ancient Russian settlement, located on the northwestern outskirts of the settlement. The study of this
settlement was urgently convened, in connection with the decision of the Churaevskaya rural ad-
ministration to give the plowed area of the roundabout city for the construction of private houses,
which would lead to the complete loss of the monument, the Slavic-Russian archaeological expedi-
tion, headed by A.G. Dyachenko [7, p. 3].

Stationary studies were carried out in 1995 and 2003. During two field seasons, archaeologi-
cal work was carried out on the territory of the roundabout city. So, the fortified part of the settle-
ment was pitted and the deposits of one of the Scythian (Yukhnovskaya), Romny and Old Russian
cultures were traced. The data obtained allowed Alexander Grigorievich to conclude that
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"Krapivnoe's settlement is the northernmost Slavic settlement known in the Seversky Donets basin”
[5, p. 21].

An excavation area of 210 m? was laid on the site of the roundabout city. Stratigraphy con-
sisted of 2 layers: the upper (Old Russian) and the lower (Old Russian, Roman, Scythian time). 3
semi-dugouts, 30 utility pits dating back to the Old Russian time were investigated. Mass finds
(fragments of stucco ceramics and amphoras of the Crimean production), as well as a board of an
earthenware pan, belong to the period of residence of the northerners in this territory. Fragments of
ceramics, a clay zoomorphic figurine, a bronze button and a staff-shaped pin of the East Baltic type
belong to the Early Iron Age [2, p. 104-105]. Based on the data obtained, it can be concluded that
the first settlement near the village. Nettle appeared at the beginning of the Iron Age, then at the end
of the 1st millennium AD.e. the site of the settlement is occupied by the carriers of the Romny cul-
ture, and at the beginning of the XII century. here an ancient Russian settlement arose, which de-
veloped until the Mongol invasion of Rus' in the XIII century.

The next multi-layer monument, which was investigated by the expedition led by
A.G. Dyachenko, was the settlement of Belgorod Menshoy (a wooden prison of the third Belgorod
fortress). The work was carried out in 1999 and 2002-2003.

The analysis of the obtained results made it possible to divide the history of the settlement of
the site into several periods. So, judging by the mass material, for the first time a settlement ap-
peared here at the beginning of the 111 —the end of the IV centuries n.e. and belonged to the bearers
of Kievan culture. The next layer, according to stratigraphy, arose in the second half of the VII — the
first half of the VIII centuries and belonged to the Slavic tribe of the northerners. The Old Russian
layer dates back to the XI-XIII centuries. As the researcher himself notes, “the cultural layer was
deposited intermittently over a long period — from the 111 — IV centuries.n. e. until the last quarter of
the XX century [6, p. 311].

On the basis of the data obtained by A.G. Dyachenko, several scientific papers were written,
which provide an analysis of the studies, which, in the case of such OAS as "Hotmyzhsk settlement-
1" and "Krapivnoe settlement-1", allows for the first time to reconstruct the process of settlement
and further development of the upper reaches of the Vorskla and the Seversky Donets in ancient
Russian times. The results obtained during the excavations became the basis for further archaeolog-
ical and historical work. So, for example, based on the sources of the XVII century, monographic
works and conducted in 1990-93. reconnaissance on the fortifications of the Belgorod Line, at the
moment, historians and researchers are reconstructing the fortifications of the Line, and archaeolo-
gists are conducting surveys, which, in recent years, have become more ambitious than in previous
years.

The results obtained by Alexander Grigoryevich became the foundation for further study of
the ancient settlement near the village Krapivnoe, which continued in 2021-2022 under the leader-
ship of A.A. Bozhko with the support of the Presidential Grants Fund.
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The territory of the modern Belgorod region in the Xll—early XIII centuries was the outskirts
of the Old Russian state, which left its mark on the nature of the population and archaeological
study of the region. A brief sketch of the latter is the subject of this article.

Some ancient Russian settlements have been known to Moscow people since the XVII centu-
ry . (Papkov, 2006. pp. 173-178), however, the scientific study of these antiquities began in the
middle of the XX century.

In 1948, I.1. Lyapushkin recorded the Khotmyzhskoye settlement and the village of the
Vorskla river (Lyapushkin, 1961. p. 312). A little later, in Soviet times, he was examined by
A.V. Kashkin, A.A. Uzyanov, A.F. Evminova (Dyachenko, 2016a.p. 188).

In 1958, B.A. Shramko discovered a settlement with deposits of the Bronze Age and Old Rus-
sian time near the village of Dalniye Peski (now part of Belgorod)(Shramko, 1958. I. 3). It is locat-
ed on the sand dunes of the first floodplain terrace on the left bank of the Seversky Donets River.

In 1958 S.A. Pletneva discovers the hillfort of Withers (Pletneva, 1958. I. 4, 5), and in 1962 —
the settlement of Nettle (Dyachenko, 1998. P. 19). Both settlements, in her opinion, were border
fortresses of the Chernigov Principality, located in the southeastern corner of the Kursk lot (Plet-
neva, 1964. p. 29).

In 1981-82, A.G. Nikolaenko discovered three loose multi-layered settlements in the valley of
the Oskol on its left bank (Nikolaenko, 1982. I. 3, 5, 17). Two of them occupy sand dunes in the
floodplain (Kuznetsovka 2) or the slope of the first above—floodplain terrace (Koloskovo 2), another
one — Perch 2 — is located on the first above-floodplain terrace.

In 1983, 1990-92. The Slavic-Russian archaeological expedition led by A.G. Dyachenko con-
ducted research of the Khotmyzhsky settlement. On the territory of the detinets (877 sg.m. opened)
and the roundabout city (216 sg.m. m) deposits of the Bronze Age, Roman and Old Russian cultures,
and Modern times have been identified. The materials of the XII — early XIII centuries were record-
ed by two stratigraphically inseparable cultural layers containing circular ceramics and archaeologi-
cal objects. The Romensky shaft of the detinets was filled up in ancient Russian times, no traces of
wooden structures were found on the shaft, which, according to the author of the excavations, is due
to the active redevelopment of the territory in the XVII century. (Dyachenko, 2008. pp. 78-82).

In 1985, A.M. Oblomskim In the course of exploration in the valleys of the Koren and Koroch
rivers, a number of multilayer monuments containing ancient Russian strata were examined: the vil-
lages of Shebekino-1, Churaevo-6, Nikolskoye-2. The villages are located on the first above-
floodplain terrace of the left (Shebekino-1, Churaevo-6) and right (Nikolskoye-2) banks of the
Koren River. In addition, on a number of monuments (Nettle-1, Churaevo-1 in the valley of the
Koren River, Dobroye-1 in the valley of the Koroch River), circular dishes with linear and wavy
ornaments were collected, attributed to the Saltovo-Mayak or Old Russian culture (Oblomsky, 1985.
I. 1-3, 6, 7, 10, 20, 21). In 1985, during the excavations of the settlement of Shishino-5 (a dune in
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the floodplain of the left bank of the Seversky Donets River), an outbuilding of the Old Russian pe-
riod was recorded in excavation "B" (Oblomsky, 1991. p. 154; Oblomsky, 1985. I. 77, 78).

In 1983, G.E. Afanasyev, and in 1985, 1987 and 1996, A.Z. Vinnikov excavated the hillfort of
Withers (Vinnikov, Kudryavtseva, 1997, p. 291). Excavations have revealed that in ancient Russian
times the settlement was fortified on the floor side with powerful wooden log cabins and a deep
moat, and on the slopes side with wooden walls. The cultural layer containing various objects and
archaeological objects (2 household and 7 residential buildings, 9 burials) was investigated.

The settlement in the Middle Ages functioned both in the pre—Mongol time (Xl—early XIII
centuries), as well as in the post-Mongol (the second half of the X111 — X1V centuries). According to
the author of the excavations, it represented a strong point in the fight against the Polovtsians (Vin-
nikov, Kudryavtseva, 1998. pp. 50-71).

In 1995 and 2003, A.G. Dyachenko conducted excavations at the Krapivenskoye settlement.
210 sq . m . opened . the area of the roundabout city and the cultural layer of the R.zh.v., the
Romensk and Old Russian periods, the New Time were studied. Three semi-dugouts, 30 utility pits,
numerous ceramic and clothing materials are attributed to the Old Russian time (Dyachenko, 2012.
pp. 102-105).

In addition, A.G. Dyachenko, during the exploration work of the 1990s — 2000s, discovered 7
villages, dirt and burial mounds of the Middle Ages near the Krapivensky settlement (Dyachenko,
2016b. pp. 63-65).

A number of settlements with materials of ancient Russian time were discovered during work
on land acquisition in the XXI century . Thus, A.G. Dyachenko in 2002-2003 during archaeological
observations in Belgorod on the left bank of the river. Veselka recorded ancient Russian deposits
(Dyachenko, 2003). T.V. Sarapulkina in 2004 revealed a Nettle settlement-2 in the floodplain of the
left bank of the Koren River (Sarapulkina, 2005. L. 12, 13). In 2005, T.V. Sarapulkina discovered
two settlements (Terekhovo-5, Terekhovo-6) on the first floodplain terrace the left bank of the
stream is a tributary of the Oskol (Sarapulkina, 2006. I. 29-30). In 2010, T.V. Sarapulkina discov-
ered a settlement in the floodplain of the left bank of the Koren River (Pentsevo-3) (Sarapulkina,
2011. I. 41, 42). In 2012, A.A. Ostapenko identified an ancient Russian settlement on the slope of
the first floodplain terrace of the left bank of the Razumnaya River (Yastrebovo-1) (Ostapenko,
2013. L. 11). In 2018. T.M.Aliyev examined the village of Shebekino-1, identified by
A.M. Oblomsky in 1985 (Aliyev, 2019. |. 36-40).

In addition, several settlements of the XI-XIII centuries were discovered during the survey of
the river valleys of the region. In 2016, A.A. Bozhko, on the first above-floodplain terrace and high
floodplain of the left bank of the Razumnaya River, identified the settlement of Razumnoye-4
(Bozhko, 2017. I. 16-19). In 2017, V.V. Skrebtsova discovered the village of Russian Halan-2 on
the first above-floodplain terrace of the left bank of the Halan River (Skrebtsova, 2018a.p. 18;
Skrebtsova, 2018b.L. 10-12). In 2020, V.S. Pugach found materials of ancient Russian time south
of the Boulders on the first above-floodplain terrace of the right bank of the Oskol River at the con-
fluence of the Kazinka river (Pugach, 2021.L. 26-55).

The main finds on the above-mentioned settlements studied by the methods of archaeological
exploration are circular pottery typical of ancient Russian times. In addition, fragments of a clay
sinker, stone millstones (?) and a whetstone (?) were found on Nettle-2.

Thus, at present, about 30 sites with finds of ancient Russian time are known in the region.

Most of them are represented by loose settlements and poorly studied by archaeological methods.

Only three settlements of the XII-XIII centuries, studied to varying degrees by excavations,
allow us to trace the material culture of the pre-Mongol time in the south-east of the Ancient Rus-
sian state.
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The professional activity of the class teacher consists in purposeful, systematic, planned work.
It should be based on the basics of the school's education program, on the analysis of previous ac-
tivities, on positive and negative trends in public life, taking into account the tasks that the school's
teaching staff faces [1].

The activity of a modern classroom teacher is the most important part in the educational sys-
tem of an educational institution, the main mechanism for implementing an individual approach to
pupils.

In modern society, education has acquired great importance. At the state level, there is a ques-
tion of the priority of education, increasing its role among the factors of development of society and
personality [2].

The functions of the class teacher are:

1) Analytical function (study of the individual characteristics of pupils, identification of the
specifics of the class team).

2) Prognostic function (foreseeing the trajectory of the development of the upbringing of the
class team as a whole and the individual development of students).

3) Organizational function (support of a positive children's initiative related to improving the
life of the region, the microenvironment, the school and the students themselves).

4) Coordinating function (implementation of educational activities by the class teacher to-
gether with other members of the teaching staff).

5) Communicative function (development and regulation of interpersonal relations between
students, as well as between students and adults).

There are many forms of activity of the class teacher, these are: conversations, lectures with
the involvement of specialists from various branches of knowledge, training seminars, excursions,
audio and video lessons or an informal form — tea drinking. But the most popular was and remains
such a form as a class hour [3].

The research work was carried out on the basis of school Ne 1, Rossosh, Voronezh region in
the 10th grade. The purpose of the study: analysis of the activities of the class teacher of the 10th
grade and recommendations for improving the activities of the class teacher.

With the help of a conversation with the class teacher of the 10th grade, we learned that at the
beginning of the last school year, she set the following educational tasks:

1. Formation of moral culture among schoolchildren.

2. Creating conditions for the development of creative abilities, showing initiative and inde-
pendence.

3. Formation of the importance of students' physical and mental health.
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4. Work to educate parents and involve them in the educational process.

The educational tasks set at the beginning of the last academic year are appropriate, since they
were compiled taking into account the analysis of previous activities.

The events were held in the areas of education of the school:

e social (creativity, career guidance);

e patriotic and civil law;

e Healthy lifestyle, health;

e preventive work;

e work with parents (parent meetings, open lessons).

Over the past year, 34 class hours were held according to the plan.

The events had different themes and were held in various forms.

We also learned that as a result of preventive conversations, children began to behave cultur-
ally in public places.

It was possible to identify the level of education of the class with the help of diagnostics of
moral education. The methodology "The level of education of students” by N.P. Kapustina, grades
5-11, was carried out among the students. It was attended by 18 students of the 10th grade, includ-
ing 10 girls and 8 boys.

The purpose of the methodology is to identify the level of education of students.

The result of the methodology is presented in the form of a diagram (Figure 1). This diagram
shows the number of schoolchildren (as a percentage) for each level of education ("below average”,
"average", "above average", "high").

The results showed that the level of education of the class is "above average". This means that
the class has independence in activity and behavior, the social position is situational.

Work was also carried out with parents. There were class hours, conversations about the need
for proper nutrition, health preservation, prevention of offenses, neglect and others. Individual con-
versations were held on academic performance with some students.

Thus, we can say that the class teacher of the 10th grade managed to carry out the tasks to a
greater extent. The level of education of students is "above average"”, which indicates the correct
approach of education. Most of the 10th grade students participate in events, sections, circles, in the
active class, their parents actively participate in the educational process, which indicates their initia-
tive. As for the progress of students in the class, it is 100%, but there remains the problem of irregu-
lar homework.

In the activity of the class teacher, the invariant and variable parts are distinguished.

The invariant part corresponds to the essence of the content of classroom management activi-
ties and captures a very small but necessary set of actions to solve the main — traditional and urgent

tasks of educating and socializing students, regardless of the given conditions of functioning of a
general education organization.

The variable part of the activity is formed depending on the given conditions of the educa-
tional organization.

The job descriptions of classroom teachers should provide for the following activities:

1. Personality-oriented activities for the education and socialization of students in the classroom

2. Activities for the education and socialization of students carried out with the class as a so-
cial group.

3. Implementation of educational activities in cooperation with parents.

4. Implementation of educational activities in cooperation with the teaching staff.

To reduce the bureaucratic burden, it is important to recommend that the class teacher per-
forms a large number of duties related specifically to pedagogical, and not to managerial activities.
Therefore, analysis, planning and control help in achieving pedagogical goals and results, but they
are not the meaning and main functions associated with classroom management. According to the
classroom manual, it is recommended to keep such documentation as a classroom journal and a
work plan within the framework of activities related to the classroom manual.

According to the results of the study, it can be concluded that in a modern school, the home-
room teacher plays an important role for students. He is an educator of a student, a children’s collec-
tive, providing each student with the support of cognitive interest, individual self-expression and
development; a consultant on interaction with parents; an intermediary of interaction between par-
ents, the administration of an educational organization and teachers. We can say that all of these
recommendations contribute to improving the activities of the classroom teacher. They are primari-
ly aimed at solving the problems of education and socialization of students.

Die Entwicklung von Raumfahrzeugen, die Erforschung von Makroobjekten und
anderen Welten, die Forderung wissenschaftlicher Hypothesen und Theorien — all dies hat zur akti-
ven Bildung besonderer menschlicher Aktivitidten beigetragen, die auf die Erforschung des Welt-
raums abzielen.

Die Schule als soziale Institution ist verpflichtet, alle menschlichen Errungenschaften in je-
dem Lebensbereich zu zeigen, auch in Bezug auf die Verwirklichung des Kosmos. Historisch gese-
hen sind Geographie und astronomisches Wissen eng miteinander verflochten. Der Aufbau von
Erdkarten jeder GrofBle, Orientierung ohne Verwendung einer kosmischen Umgebung (Sondieren,
Beobachten von irdischen Phdnomenen, Sternorientierung, technologische Vorrichtungen und In-
strumente, wie Satelliten und Weltraumteleskope usw.) ist nicht moglich wie friiher, geschweige
denn in der Neuzeit.[1]

Durch das Erhalten einer neuen Vorstellung von der Makrowelt, der Entwicklung der Infor-
mationstechnologie hat sich der geografische Ansatz der Forschung grundlegend veridndert. Er hat
die neuesten Uberwachungstechniken erworben und die notwendigen Informationen gesammelt.
Die Einfiihrungsstrategie hinter Meteorologie, Atmosphédre und Klima hat einen «zweiten Atem-
zug» erhalten.

So sind zum Beispiel Satelliten die Peripherie zwischen der Erforschung des Weltraums und
der Erde. Sie erfiillen viele Aufgaben und ersetzen veraltete Methoden, um sowohl das Firmament
als auch den Heimatplaneten zu untersuchen. Das von ihnen erhaltene Material ist nicht auf die
Wissenschaft beschrédnkt, es wird auch in der Beobachtung von Agrarwissenschaften, Industrie, mi-
litarstrategischen Zwecken, im Alltag und natiirlich im Studium der Geographie verwendet.

In der Schulgeographie wurde die Notwendigkeit geboren, die Ergebnisse der Untersuchung
der Erde aus ihrer Umlaufbahn zu verwenden. Dies ldsst sich durch den hohen Bedarf an prakti-
scher Bedeutung der erhaltenen Daten erkldren.

Die Untersuchung des padagogischen Potenzials von Erdbildern aus dem Weltraum hat zu
drei Arten von Anforderungen fiir die Auswahl von Erdbildern beigetragen: wissenschaftlich-
padagogisch, technisch und spezifisch.
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Wissenschaftliche und padagogische Anforderungen — Ziele, Aufgaben und Unterrichtsme-
thoden, Formorganisation und Anschaulichkeit.

Bilder aus dem Weltraum sind in verschiedenen Lernmethoden anwendbar: erklirend-
illustrativ, recherchierend und forschend.[3]

Die Entwicklung von Wissenschaft, Technologie und Methoden zur Erforschung der Welt
nimmt stark zu. Dies verpflichtet dazu, die bereits etablierten Bildungsstandards in modernere
Lernansitze fiir Kinder zu édndern.

Die Hauptaufgabe der russischen Bildungspolitik — die Sicherung der modernen Bildungsqua-
litdit — kann ohne Einbeziehung innovativer Ideen, Technologien und Projekte in den Bildungspro-
zess nicht erreicht werden. Ein solches Projekt besteht darin, den Schiilern Bilder aus dem Welt-
raum in Echtzeit beizubringen.

In der Realitét tragt die Verwendung moderner Daten iiber den Weltraum, die Fotokontrolle
der Erde und anderer Ressourcen zum Guten bei, um die Schulgeographie von Kindern richtig zu
unterrichten. Dank des wissenschaftlichen und technischen Fortschritts wirkt sich dies positiv auf
den Bildungs- und Erziehungsprozess aus. Es ist unmdglich, eine Lektion ohne Fakten und man-
gelnde Vorstellung zu unterrichten.

Die Aufgaben der Schule sind definiert als:

1. Das notwendige wissenschaftliche Material fiir die theoretisch-praktische Forschung unter-
suchen;

2. Bestimmen Sie die Beziehung zwischen Weltraumwissenschaften und Schulgeographie;

3. Identifizieren der Rolle moderner Weltraumdaten im Geographieunterricht;

4. Notwendige empirische Forschung iiber die Verwendung moderner Weltraumdaten im
Schulgeographie-Unterricht durchfiihren;

5. Um mogliche praktische Empfehlungen fiir die Anwendung moderner Weltraumdaten im
Rahmen eines Schulgeographiekurses zu ermitteln.

Das Problem ist sehr vielseitig und vielseitig, hat ein grofes Potenzial fiir das Lernen im
Rahmen des Schulprozesses und der Anwendung, erfordert eine aktive Einfiihrung in den allgemei-
nen Bildungsplan.
