Abstract. The basic notion of historical typology is a diachronic typological constant. It includes
typological tendencies, which can be observed during the whole period of historical development of
one or several languages. In the development of Germanic languages, the diachronic typological
constant includes the decay of the inflectional and synthetic paradigms and the emergence of
features of analyticity, isolation and agglutination. This study analyses the components of such
traits of the language as analyticity, isolation and agglutination. As a result of this research an
attempt is made to identify possible specific linguistic manifestations of the diachronic typological
constant of analyticity.
