We have just to remember the acronym “FANBOYS”, F - for, a - and, n - nor, b - but, o- or, y - yet,
s - so. Use them when you want to give equal emphasis on two main clause. Jane likes listening and
watching drama films in free time, but prefers reading a favorite book or playing computer games.
In this case, we have three conjunctions and means in addition to but on the contrary and/or in
alternative.

“For” - used like because, “and” - used to show addition, “nor” - used to say not and for negative
ideas with another or it joins two sentences having the adverb not for example: My uncle does not
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get angry at me nor does my aunt.

“But” shows contrast and present ideas that are opposite - we went to the cinema but we could not
get tickets for the theatre. “Or” - shows an option, presents an alternative ideas or choice, “yet” -
presents an outcome or contrast. “So” - presents so consequence or result.

Correlative conjunctions (korrelasiya baglanysygy) are used in pairs, join things that are the same.
Both Jane and Sam decided to go on holiday this May/ Either Jane or Sam will help us the moving.
We use both, and, either, neither, nor, not only, but also in correlative conjunction. To ects
